Matters of business are as follows:
1.  Call to order: - 7:00 PM
2.  Pledge of Allegiance: - Recited
3.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.
5.  Unanimous Consent Agenda: - GH made the motion to approve everything, however, he would like the minutes revised for the August 9th meeting to show a wording change when Maury went to the City from not the “Board” to just have it as DG in those minutes and he would also like Tony Wagner’s statement during the meeting to be added to the minutes.  LO stated she would revise the minutes from the August 9th meeting.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.

6.  County supervisor’s report: - Mary Goeman stated the County continued to review the structure of the County and what is currently being reviewed will then be going to the committee at the County.  She also stated the next meeting would be the following day.  DG asked Mary Goeman how many members were on the County board and if they were still looking at changing that.  Mary stated that there are currently 30 members on the Board and said it will be a long process to figure out how many will remain on the Board if/when they decide the Board number should change.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - LO stated to the Board that she inadvertently put Debbie Vogeltine’s name down incorrectly in the August 9th minutes; LO stated she put her down as Debbie Nash and wanted to correct the typing error.  Mark Ritter announced that the Town Hall will be the drop off place for the County area residents on September 25th from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. to drop off any unused or expired prescriptions; with no questions asked

9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding stop sign on Eagle Point Road: - DG announced that he received a petition from the residents in the area regarding the stop sign and that this petition was signed by over 100 of them asking the Board to remove the stop sign on Eagle Point by Shady Lane.  At this time DG asked the Board to rescind its motion from last month’s meeting; which was approving not to take any further action with this stop sign and leave it as.  GH made the motion and seconded by RH to rescind/reverse last month’s motion.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.  DG explained that a resolution would have to be designed in the future if the Board did decide to remove this stop sign.  Paul Garsombke voiced his concerned to the Board and stated the stop sign should stay; he stated there have been too many speeders already in the area and removing the stop sign would make it worse and there could be more accidents that would happen there if it is removed which has happened already even with the stop sign being there.  DG stated the County would have to come and patrol and deal with the speeders.  Jerry Knoerr stated he has lived in the area for years and having those trees trimmed by the stop sign has helped, however he is still is having a hard time seeing around those trees; he would not mind if the stop sign was removed, however, if it is removed, he would like to see two speed bumps.  DG stated there is still more trimming that will be done to those trees.  He also stated that the home owner received a letter regarding the complete removal of a couple of the trees, however, the homeowner told the Board they could be removed but the Town would have to buy them from the homeowner in order for them to be removed.  Al Benseman asked how this situation was brought up again and put on the Agenda; DG stated because of the petition the Board received; at that time DG read the petition note to everyone in attendance that was designed and signed by the area residents.  Mrs. Schellinger stated and felt it was not anyone’s driving that is the problem on Eagle Point; it’s the trees that are causing the problem and the obstruction for everyone to be able to see properly and can’t understand why the stop sign was put there to begin with.  Paul Garsombke stated again the issue is people speeding and not stopping for the stop sign; he feels, if the stop sign is removed, the speeding will never stop in that area; which already is a current issue.  Dennis Carroll feels the signs are meant for traffic control and it’s a service/protection for area homeowners, however, he feels the stop sign should not be on Eagle Point Road; but they should be on Shady Lane and South Bay Road.  He also stated he would like the Town Board to use the common sense approach in making there decision regarding this issue.  GH asked Dennis Carroll if he knew of any accidents that have occurred on Eagle Point Road before or after the stop sign was installed; Dennis Carroll stated he know of none.  Jerry Knoerr made a recommendation to the Board to not make a decision at today’s meeting.  The Board decided to table this decision for either next month’s meeting or a future meeting so that Mark Ritter could call the County and do a research on the area on how many speeders and accidents have occurred on this street and have a full report for the Board to evaluate and make a decision.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
 b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding trees by Park Shelter: - RH stated he has done a study on this topic and he would prefer to save the Town the money right now and wait until next year to possibly proceed with this project.  GH made the motion to wait until next year.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
 c.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding Parkview Heights subdivision and the possibility of work being done in that area and reimbursement for supplies: - DG stated a meeting was held on August 21st, 2010 regarding the situation in this area; he explained the steep hill and the water problems that have been occurring on this road.  He also stated during the August 21st meeting, there was an engineer and a representative from a construction company that stated an 80 foot culvert would take care of this issue on this road; which would be a violation of the Town’s culvert ordinances; DG stated he called Scott Schmitt, the County Engineer, to come and take a greater view of the situation and evaluate it when he can and give us options for a solution.  DG feels the Town Board was rushed into making a decision at the August 21st meeting and feels there needs to be more time for a fact finding to be done to evaluate that area; DG asked the Board to rescind it’s approval from the August 21st meeting for several reasons.  1.  He reminded the Board this amount was not budgeted for in 2010 2. There needs to be more time for a fact finding of this area and 3. The motion made by him and seconded by GH during the August 21st meeting to continue with this project was in violation of the State Statue regarding work done on Town roads; meaning: depending on the cost to maintain a road in the Town could require either a Class I or a Class II notice because of costs; which was not done in this situation.  Maurice Strupp stated he had Scott Schmitt from the County out there already to evaluate the situation and made his recommendations what was to be done and Maurice also stated he had a DOT representative there as well to evaluate the situation.  Maurice told the Board that there is money in the budget to do this project because the elimination of road work that was suppose to be done in the Hilldale, which was budgeted for and will not be done this year, freed up money to have this project completed.  Maurice then asked DG if had ever used common sense; Maurice stated he feels he has not and then asked him if he ever heard of a recall.  Mr. Parr talked about the water flow off the road and has seen erosion in the area because of the water problem and would like to see things get fixed.  He also stated that the one homeowner’s culvert is about 30 feet off the road, which is not the case for the other homeowner’s; there culverts are at the end of their property by the road.  DG again stated he would like to see this researched further to see who would be responsible for the work and the costs.  Mary Goemann feels it’s not the tax payers who should be responsible, but it should be the home owner whose culvert was improperly installed.  DG made the motion to rescind the August 21st approval of this work to be done on this road until further research could be done and the proper notices are posted; if applicable.  GH seconded the motion.  DG/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
10. New Business:

a.)   Discussion/Board decision implementing the Public Works Project Policy designed by the Town’s attorney and adding a few other policy/guidelines: - DG talked about the policy the Town’s attorney presented to the Board and the design for the Public Works Department and the steps/procedures that need to be followed and the chain of command that should happen when something is approved or needs to be done.  Al Bensemann asked if this was written/designed because of the arguments that DG and Maurice Strupp have been having and this is a way of having control; DG stated this was not the case, but following the advice from the Town’s attorney.  Steve Musinsky noticed a lot of the jobs that have been done throughout the Town has not been necessarily been discussed with area residents nor have some of these projects have been researched thoroughly where it showed it was the best interest fro this project.  He also stated this policy would help avoid these areas of concern.  GH made the motion to implement the Public Work Project Policy designed by the Town’s attorney.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding trick or treat in the Hilldale Subdivision on Saturday, October 30th, 2010 (re: Elaine’s Way, Queen’s Way, Hilldale, Stonefield, etc) – Mark Ritter stated the newspapers have called the Town to verify trick or treat hours for the Town and he stated it’s hard to officially give them a time when one part of the Town does one set of hours/days and the part does different hours/days.  LO stated she has lived in the area for the last 12 years and the trick or treat hours have always been followed with the day Slinger does theirs, however, Slinger has the time from 5:00-7:00 p.m. but the subdivision does it from 6:00-8:00 p.m.  Mark Ritter stated he has always come to the area and patrols because they are so many people and kids.  The Board agreed to allow this area to do the trick or treating on October 30th from 6:00-8:00 pm.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision to set a date for the Town Board to inspect and rate the Town Roads.: - LO stated the roads should be technically rated every year and be on file.  The Town Board asked if it could wait until spring.  Al Bensemann stated to the Board if you wait until spring, there could be a possibility of having three new people sitting where the current Board is – The Board decided they would have Tony Wagner rate the roads now because he is very familiar with the roads and then the Board will go out and do there rating/evaluation of the roads in Spring.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried. 
d.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve Grota’s appraisal contract with the Town of Hartford: - Paul Garombske asked if there has been anyone else.  Pat Hoerth stated it has always been Grota.  TP stated that the Town of Addison does not have Grota anymore.  Pat Hoerth stated someone should call Addison to ask why they don’t have Grota anymore.  Dick Indermuehl stated he felt Grota seemed to jack up everyone’s appraisal, which upset a lot of Town resident’s without a real good explanation as to why they raised it so much and would like to see the Town possibly look into other places.  DG stated he would like to keep Grota because they know the area, the homes, and they are really good and helpful when it comes to the Board of Review.  GH made the motion to stay with Grota.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.)  Discussion/Board decision on closing the office on Wednesday, November 24th, 2010 for the start of the Thanksgiving holiday.: - LO stated she would open the office up on Tuesday, November 23rd to make up for the approval of the closure of this day;  LO will have the office open from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. on Tuesday.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.

1.  Call to order: - 7:15 PM
2.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
3.  Public Input (limit of 5 minutes per person): - Ervin Weiss made a proposal to the Board to consider a place for town resident’s to bring composts.  GH stated the Town use to do that, however, he stated that we had more than just Town resident’s bringing stuff to the Town and that is when the Board decided at that time to stop continuation of this.  Dick Indermuehl agreed with GH not starting this up again because it will bring more to the Town than just Town residents.  Steve Musinsky feels the Town could handle this again, but it should be monitored by someone so that it is only Town residents.  GH stated he would look into it.  Ervin Weiss also stated there is a piece of property that is south of his property that is unsightly and nothing has been kept up on this property.  The Board stated the house has been in foreclosure for awhile and that the bank owns it and it’s the responsibility of the bank to keep it up.  Jerry Knoerr stated there is a tree that is drooping into the road by his house and he would like the Town to look at; DG stated he would personally check into it and evaluate the situation.  
4.  Review and approval of all current bills: - GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried
5.  Discussion/Board decision to have a grinder pump on hand in case of emergencies for the district; purchase would come from Rick’s Plumbing: - Maurice Strupp stated it could cost about $3,000 to purchase.  John Jung asked why the Town why the Town would have this on hand for the homeowners when it is the homeowners responsibility.  Maurice Strupp stated it takes about 3 days to get one ordered and if something were to happen to a Town resident and they needed one, the Town would have one on hand and then the homeowner would reimburse the district.  Al Bensemann stated to the Board that there is a possibility that Rory Ott could get this part for the district and he would hold it on his shelf just like he does with the Hilldale Sanitary District.  The Board agreed to have Al check into to the possibility with Rory.  At this time GH made the motion to purchase the grinder pump and seconded by RH, however, the purchase doesn’t necessarily have to come from Rick’s Plumbing.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
