6.  County supervisor’s report: - Mary Goeman reported the County developed a resolution to have the County running with an Administrative Coordinator.  She also stated the County agreed to give the Fair Grounds a $95,000 grant for the short fall from the fair’s first day of losses due to the weather.  DG asked about the golf course and Mary Goeman stated it will be talked about this fall.  Al Bensenmann asked if the County Board seats will be lowered; Mary stated it is still a work in process and the next meeting will be October 19th.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - Mr. Weiss would to propose to the Board again a compost pile and would like to see it open with the days the recycling center is open for Town residents.  GH feels the Town should stay away from this idea because it’s more of a headache.  RH would like Mr. Weiss to research this with other townships and report back to the Board.  RH stated he would talk to Daryl at the City and report back next month.  DG stated there was a question about the minutes and the lengths; DG stated the minutes would be scaled back.  DG also reported that he was at the S.E. Regional Planning regarding Shady Lane and they are researching it and will be getting back to him.
