6.  County supervisor’s report:  - Mary Goeman stated that she had nothing to report because there meeting is not until Tuesday, December 13th, which at that time, the County Board will be discussing the possibility of reducing the size of the Board at that time.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - Al Bensenmann asked what the duration of the road reserve CD.  TP stated that it stays in the CD for year and its renewal is up in the middle of August.  Jim Brown asked why the meetings were going to be changed to 6:00 p.m. next month; DG stated the Plan Commission meetings have changed there start time from 7:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. and it has worked out for everyone involved with those meetings with the time change and the Town Board decided to start as of January of 2011 to now have the monthly meetings start at 6:00 p.m.  DG also stated that he is still waiting to hear back about the Shady Lane stop sign and he is hoping that the Town will have the information at next month’s meeting.

a.)   Discussion/Board decision to approve a one day beer license on January 29th, 2011 for the Kevin Daehn Memorial Ice Fisheree on Pike Lake: - RH/DG Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding light fixtures for the garage. - LO stated to the Board that there is $2,000 that was set aside to do this; LO presented a proposal to the Board in which was given to her by GH from LR Electric.  The total amount of the 5 fixtures and installation would be $1,880.  DG/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion regarding debris management by officer Ray Lawler: - Officer Lawler stated the Debris Management workshop covered everything regarding natural disasters that could possibly occur in Town, City’s, Villages, etc. and how these areas need to have an ordinance designed stating who is responsible to sign contracts and who would be controlling the situation for the Town during natural disasters.  Officer Lawler recommends the Town to have a meeting with the County Emergency Management department head and form a committee and have something designed and put in place in case a disaster would happen in the Town.  Office Lawler stated he would be giving the Board a copy of the manual and the CD from the class.
d.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding sand and salt for Town roads: - DG stated that there is no decision to be made here, but just simply a discussion on the difference between having sand and salt vs. to just having salt.  Tony Wagner stated he uses 50/50 mixture because that helps the roads much better and gives the roads better traction; if you use just salt, the salt doesn’t break down the ice as well as the mixture of both.  He also stated it is better to use this mixture around the Pike Lake area so not much salt gets into the Lake.
