3.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth - Absent (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.

d.)  Staff recommendation and approval of an operator’s license for Kelly Jones for the Pike Lake House Inn; GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.  Susan Lawonn for Hartford Conservation Club; GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.  Dana Ash for Schemy’s; RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
6.  County supervisor’s report: - Mary Goeman reported a resolution was turned down to change the current Board from 30 to 23.  Mary stated that she does not believe by cutting the Board to 23, those 23 would be able to cover what the 30 members do.  She also stated that the Citizen’s for Elected Executive is trying to get on the ballot in April to have an executive run the County instead of the County Administrator; they would need 10,000 signatures to get on the ballot.  Mary provided information of this topic to LO; LO stated that she would scan the information and have Mark Ritter put this information on the Town’s website.  Mary also stated the next County meeting would be 1/11/11.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - DG stated he received legal advice from the Wisconsin Town’s Association and they stated the public input section is where the public could speak on the topics pertaining to the agenda and when the Board gets to the actual item on the agenda, that is where the Board discusses it and makes their decision.  DG also stated that Hall Road is getting a storm sewer and Lee Road to Cedar Street the City would like to see some work done on these roads.  Bob Wolf asked if the Budget Resolution on the agenda pertained to the Budget Hearings; LO stated no it was to amend the 2010 budget.  DG stated there is a need on Parkview and the Town is looking to put a culvert in to alleviate the water problem; Bob Parr stated this would certainly help the water situation.  Arnie Fehring asked why the meeting times were changed; DG stated this change was approved awhile ago and stated that sometimes these meetings can get really long and it helps to start earlier so it doesn’t get late for everyone involved.
8.  Plan Commission recommendations 

a.)  Discussion/Board decision to schedule a meeting with the Joint Plan Commission/ Town Board and City of Hartford to discuss LED message center sign for Mineshaft; said sign would replace sign currently on property located at 6140 State Hwy 60 East; T.6-0475-00K. – DG stated the meeting would be on February 2, 2011 at 6:00 p.m.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.

b.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve lot line adjustment, Arthur Sell, TOD, (Transfer on Death to Ronald Sell) 3088 State Highway 83 South, Tax Key No. T.6-0714, 2.75 acres and Tax Key No. T6-0715, 1.37 acre.  Part of NW ¼ SW ¼ 28-10-18.  Both properties are zoned commercial. – RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding farmer’s market; presented by Marvin Justman – Marv Justmann proposed to the Board to do this market on Tuesday mornings from about 7:00 a.m. to about noon starting May 15th to around the end of October; depending on the availability of produce.  Marv also asked if he could have a key to the Park Shelter bathrooms during this time for usage for the vendors; he would take full responsibility of it and make sure it was clean and orderly.  The Board agreed to give this a chance for one year and re-evaluate at the end of the year if they would like to continue.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
10. New Business:

a.)   Discussion/Board decision to approve Budget Resolution No. 2011-1 to amend the 2010 budget: - GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve a one day beer license on January 20th, 2011 for the Hartford Conservation and Gun Club: - LO stated it was a typing error on the agenda; the fisheree should be January 30th – GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision to purchase the rest of the Town addresses signs. : - RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding Parkview Heights subdivision: - DG explained the water problem on this road and he has been working with Scott Schmidt from the County regarding this; he stated that it does need a new culvert but this water problem is still be researched/worked on by Scott.  DG is asking the Board for approval to start this project, culvert at a cost of about $900.  DG stated the whole cost would roughly be $15,000.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.)  Discussion/update regarding stop sign on Eagle Pt Road and Shady Lane: - DG stated they had a meeting with the DOT (Department of Transportation) and right now the study found that the right of way is only 33 feet, which is not the normal size for the right of way – If the stop sign would be taken away right now, there would not be enough visibility for seeing on coming cars.  He stated one of the options would be to make the road wider or trimming the road on an angle.  He stated the study is not completed by the DOT and the stop sigh will stay there until all the findings are complete.
