6.  County supervisor’s report: - LO reported for her – A redistricting committee of 7 supervisors has been formed and they will meet as needed in order to accomplish the tasks set forth.  Meetings will be open to the public and notice of all meetings will be given as required by law.  The first meeting is set for March 18th.  The founders of the Citizens for Elected Executive failed to run Washington County’s government administration.  The next opportunity for a ballot referendum will be April 2012 which coincides with the next election of all 30 county supervisors who serve 2 terms.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - DG stated that Robert Berlinger is handling the situation on Eagle Point Road and Shady Lane and hoping to have the report complete by the March meeting.  DG stated he has an estimate form the County for Parkview Drive at a cost of $16,375.15 and with this estimate the Town would not have to pay sales tax or do a Class I notice – or if the Board prefers, look into getting other bids for the project.  Maurice Strupp stated he went to the Farmland Preservation meeting and found that 27% of the Town participates.  He also stated the Plan Commission meeting the Board decided not to take any action regarding the new Mineshaft sign and he went to the City to talk about this new sign and the City urged the Town not to change the ordinances just to accommodate this particular situation.  MS also stated he has a call in into the DNR to verify if cement is allowed in this wetland area for the sign to be put up.  DG stated he would call the City to set up a meeting with them and some of the plan commission members.
