6.  County supervisor’s report: - Mary Goeman stated she no report because the next meeting was going to be on March 15th; she did state that there was a re-districting meeting was held at the County on Friday.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - TP mentioned to the Town Board the Town Hall meeting that Don Pridemore wanted to hold at the Town hall on Friday, March 18th from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  The residents and the Town Board were not in favor of having this meeting take place here at the Town.  LO and TP stated that they would call his office to let them know they would not be allowed to have this meeting.  Al Bensemann asked the Town Board to put on the agenda in April to talk about and possibly decide to have the start time of the monthly meetings to begin at 6:30 p.m instead of 6:00 p.m.
8.  Plan Commission recommendations: - 

a.)  Discussion/Board decision to re-approve an unrecorded CSM (1997), for tax Key No. T.6-0312-00B, George Bennett, Zoned RR, 6429 Clover Road, 2.71 acres.  Mr. Bennett had a CSM approved in September 1997 was not recorded in Washington County Register of deeds. – GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.

b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding the renewal of Conditional Use Permit H-11-001 for Cedar Lake Sand & Gravel, Co., Inc. – RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding a Fire/Address Sign Ordinance: - Board decided to table this until next month.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
 b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding a new Plan Commission member: - Board decided to table this to make sure Bob Wagner would like to do this.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
10. New Business:

a.)  Discussion/Possible Board decision regarding Mutual Aid; a discussion given by Gary Karnitz from the St. Lawrence Fire Department: - Gary Karnitz explained how Washington County became a Mavis; what this means it allows Fire Departments to make out box cards for mutual aid with other departments.  With this being enacted there  is now a system in the works having local municipalities and the public works department get involved with the departments to design and have a plan intact for disasters etc in the area.  Gary Karnitz brought this forward now, to inform the Town of this future process.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding the plow on the 2010 F550 Truck: - GH talked about the truck not having a plow that is heavy enough to plow; it’s not suited for the Town’s needs.  GH stated he does have some one ready to purchase this plow for $2500.00.  The total cost for the new plow would be $6000.00, however with the sale of the old plow, it would cost the Town $3500.00.  GH made the motion to sell the old plow and purchase the new one.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding denying the insurance claim for an accident that occurred in January 2011 with the Town’s Snow plow. – Mark Ritter stated the maintenance department was plowing on Kettle Moraine Road and Highway K on January 20th, 2011 and while backing up during plowing, they backed up into a vehicle and cause some minor damage.  Mark stated to the Board he would like to see this claim denied because the State Statues state a vehicle can not be close to a plow while in operations, and in this case, the vehicle was following too close under the conditions.  GH made a motion to deny this claim.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.)  Discussion/Board decision to determine a date for the Town Board to review Town Roads: - The Board agreed to review Town roads on Saturday, April 9th at 7:00 a.m.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.)  Discussion/notation regarding open book scheduled for Monday, May 2nd from 3:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. and Board of Review scheduled for Tuesday, May 24th from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. - Noted
f.)  Discussion/notation regarding Annual Town meeting on Tuesday, April 12th at 7:00 p.m. - Noted
g.) Discussion/Board decision regarding Berthing agreement for 2011: - GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
h.) Discussion regarding Town Ordinance 1.06 section 2: - GH stated he would like to see the amount changed in the ordinance from $500 to $2000 to just $500.  The ordinance was read by LO & RH.  Gary Karnitz stated the most important key in what is said in the ordinance is that it gives the Chairperson the opportunity in an “emergency” and said that should probably not be taken away that drastically.  The Board decided to put this on the agenda next month for further discussion.
i.)  Discussion regarding recycling at Town of Hartford: - LO let the Town Board know and the residents that there could be a possibility with the Walker budget going through the Town would get the recycling grant this year for 2010, but with a possible reduction to it; a normal grant would be around $6800.  LO also stated if this will go through it would hurt next year and into 2013; where the Town will not receive any grant.  Larry Baugniet stated he has been working on getting the Town more money in the recycling center and saving the Town costs too, however, he stated that a past Chairperson signed a contract with Veolia that was good for 12 years, however, he is still working diligently in cutting costs for the Town as well as getting a program together to help bring in revenue.
