1.  Call to order: - 6:01 PM
2.  Pledge of Allegiance: - Recited

4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value

d.)  Staff recommendation and approval of an operator’s license for Lindsey Hansen for Hartford County Club – RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried
6.  County supervisor’s report: - Mary Goeman reported that nothing is new other than the County is working on the processing and having meeting for the redistricting.  She also stated that the population in the County is up 12/3%
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - DG stated that the Parkview subdivision project is changing and he will keep the residents inform of the repairs that are needed.

8.  Plan Commission recommendations: -

a.)  Discussion/Board decision to amend Town of Hartford current zoning ordinance by adding (2.01) R-4 Pike Lake District. – GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.

b.)  Discussion/Board decision to amend Town of Hartford current zoning ordinance by adding verbiage for Keeping of Animals (page 54-55 of proposed text) – RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding a Fire/Address Sign Ordinance: - DG explained these signs are out there for the resident’s protection so that emergency vehicles can find them faster.  DG asked Gary Karnitz if he would be able to find example ordinances for the Town implement.  The Board agreed to table this until then.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried to table.
 b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding a new Plan Commission member: - The Board agreed to have Bob Wagner fulfill this position.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
 c.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding Fireworks ordinance: - Vince Siegel proposed to the Board to have the Town issue permits and have a safe location for residents to launch fireworks.  The Board decided they would pass on this and not develop a fireworks ordinance because it would be too time consuming.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
 d.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding stop sign on Eagle Point Road and Shady Lane: - DG explained he received the study back from SWRPC and the report states that the road is too narrow and does not give a good vision triangle.  He stated that SWRPC suggested that three of the trees on Eagle Point would have to be removed in order for the stop sign to be removed.  The Board decided to table this until they could find out the legality of removing those three trees.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
10. New Business:

a.)   Discussion/notation regarding open book scheduled for Monday, May 2nd from 3:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. and Board of Review scheduled for Tuesday, May 24th from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. - Noted
b.)  Discussion regarding Town State Aid & Town State Road Aid: - LO reported that she just received the proposed aid from the State for 2012.  She stated that the Town State Aid would be cut by 50% and the Town State Road Aid would be about $3,000 less than this year.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding back to back Hall Rentals: - TP explained that the Town could receive rentals back-to-back in the Town Hall, however, we do not have anyone to come in over the weekend to clean them and this in turn, could lose income for the Town.  The Board agreed to hire a new person to come in on weekends to clean so the Town could receive more income.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding new pier for Lake Patrol: - GH stated he received a bid from Oxford in Hustisford for about $4200 and stated the Town could possibly get a few hundred for the old.  GH asked Mark Ritter to be in charge of purchasing the pier.  The Board agreed to purchase the pier and have Mark in Charge.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding painting the outside of Town Hall: - DG talked about the rusting and the need to fix up the outside of the building.  Fred Opitz talked about some of the outside issues that need to be done with the building before painting begins and he also asked the Board if he could look over the bids with the Board to make sure the Town is getting the best price and service because he has been in the business for 23 years.  The Board agreed to advertise this in the paper for bids.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
f.) Discussion/Board decision regarding fertilizer and grass seed at the Park Shelter: - GH stated he would like this to continue as it has in previous years; the Board agreed and decided they will get bids for this service.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
