6.  County supervisor’s report: - Mary Goemann reported that the County meeting would be the next day and the County would be presenting the departments annual reports.  She also stated they will be having a redistricting meeting too and there are two supervisors competing in one district, however that will not eliminate a supervisor.

10. New Business:

a.)   Discussion/Board decision to appoint Weed Commissioner for 2011: - DG offered to the Town Board to continue to do this; LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision on accepting road bids for the Town of Hartford: - DG read the bids from Payne & Dolan, Scott Construction, Struck & Irwin Paving, Fahrner and Hilltop Asphalt Co.  The Board agreed to accept the proposal from Payne & Dolan to do Lee Road for $103,270.00 and to accept Scott Construction bid for seal coat Hilldale road to, Kettle Moraine to Cricket for $22,670.90.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision on accepting bids for painting the outside of the Town Hall: - DG read the bids from Fred Opitz for $$6835.00, Robert’s Brother’s Painting $7,790.00 and Common Links Construction for $13,138.00.  The Board agreed to accept the bid to paint the Town Hall from Fred Opitz and have Paul Wagner do the tucking pointing on the building for a cost of not more than $500.  RH/DG Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.)  Discussion/Board decision to close the Town office on Monday, May 30th, 2010 for the Memorial Day Holiday: - LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.)  Discussion/Board decision to move July 11th monthly Board meeting to Monday, July 18th, 2011: - LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
f.)  Discussion/Board decision to close the Town office on Monday, July 4th for the Fourth of July holiday: - LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
g.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding non-board member having keys to office and Town Hall: - Gene Hoerth stated he needed a key to get into the office to get his pay check and pick up schedules for cleaning the Park shelter.  RH and LB felt just supervisors; chairman and office staff should have keys to the office.  DG stated it should be left the way it is – No decision/table this subject was made.
h.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding carp fishing on Pike Lake: - Carolyn Muryn from 3300 High Road stated that she was concerned about the noise, the time and the lights this creates on the lake.  A majority of the people at the meeting stated this is help to the Lake to eliminate the carp.  Tim Boden stated that they are willing to work with the residents on the lake to eliminate/maintain this situation and make it a winning situation for all.  RH brought up the example of the Slinger Speed Way making noise a certain times of the year as well as the carp fishing being limited to certain times of year and felt that the Board should watch what happens this year and review it again next year.  RH/LB Approved to review again next year.  Motion Carried.
i.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding flag pole at the Town Hall: - RH stated that he would like the flag pole to remain where it is; by the building.  DG stated the flag is a living thing and a better place to show its honor would be by the Town Hall sign in the front and the present flag & flag pole are out of compliance for size .The new 25ft.high pole & 5x8 ft. flag DG feels should be placed next to the sign by the road and are comparable to what other public service buildings have in the area.  Funding would come from savings made by accepting responsible bids for town hall improvements that have came in lower than expected & under budget DG stated it would at a cost of around $1300 to install.  DG/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
j.)  Discussion/Board decision on Town outdoor lighting: - RH stated he was working with Leroy Wolf to re-tune the lighting outside the Town Hall for proper lighting at night and have the right timers on them to turn them off at the proper times.  The cost of this would be $3955.00.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
k.)  Discussion/Board decision on eve gutter on Town Building: - DG stated he received a quote from HIS Corporation for $2575.00 and called two others, but not received a call back from them.  Mary Goeman suggested getting a quote from D&W Seamless.  DG stated that he would call them to get a bid.  The Board agreed to go with HIS Corporation if their quote was less with D&W Seamless Gutters.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
l.)  Discussion/Board decision on Town postage machine: - TP stated to get rid of the postage machine with Pitney Bowes and close out the contract it would cost the Town $649.29.  She also stated they have charged the Town a few times for charges that they can’t explain and also when she puts postage in the meter the always charge a $25.00 charge.  TP stated she would rather go to the post office and get stamps.  The Board agreed to pay out Pitney Bowes and close the contract with the $649.29.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
