6.  County supervisor’s report: - Mary Goeman stated the County finished the redistricting on May 16th.  She also stated that there is now one supervisor’s position, which was previously two and that there will be two people running in 2012 for that one position.  The next meeting will be on Tuesday, June 14th.

8.  Plan Commission recommendations – 

a.)  A. Approval of Certified Survey Map submitted by Jim Hahn.  Tax Key No. T.6-0131-00Z, zoned Agricultural Preservation and Tax key No. T.6-0134, zoned Rural Residential will be combined and divided into 2 parcels.  Property address 4685 Mckinley Road.  RECOMMEND TO TOWN BOARD TO APPROVE SAID CSM FOR JIM HAHN WITH ADDITIONAL LANGUAGE ADDED TO OUTLOT ONE – THE TOWN OF HARTFORD RESTRICTS ANY BUILDING ON SAID OUTLOT ONE UNTIL A SATISFACTORY SOIL BORING TEST AND DRIVEWAY (ACCESS) PERMIT TO SAID LOT IS APPROVED BY THE TOWN OF HARTFORD: - RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion in regard to Matthew Burow – Pike Lake Investments LLC,                     Tax Key No. T.6-0537, 3470-3472 Lake Drive.  Mr. Burow has requested permits to raze existing secondary residence and rebuild a secondary residence due to mold problems.   Said single parcel of land has two residential.  RECOMMEND TO TOWN BOARD THAT A RAZE OF A SECONDARY BUILDING (COTTAGE) WOULD BE PROBABLE UNDER PROPER PROCESS.  THE REBUILD OF SAID SECONDARY BUILDING WOULD NOT BE ALLOWABLE DUE TO TOWN OF HARTFORD ZONING ORDINANCE 3.01 (1) (a) and 3.03 (4) (a).  COMMISSION ALSO FEELS THAT STATE STATUTE 60.61 (5m) DOES NOT APPLY.  SHOULD HOMEOWNER WANT TOWN OF HARTFORD LEGAL OPINION IT MUST BE DONE AT HOMEOWNERS REQUEST AND COST: - The Town Board approved the recommendation should the homeowner want a legal opinion from Town Attorney Stan Riffle in regard to State Statue 60.61 (5m) it must be done at homeowner’s request and cost.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion and possible action on Farmland Preservation Areas.  Possible adoption of “Resolution of Intent”.  RECOMMEND TO TOWN BOARD TO APPROVE ADOPTION OF “RESOLUTION OF INTENT”: - LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.)  Discussion and possible Board decision to approve and adopt by ordinance the R-4 District – Pike Lake Residential District.: - LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.)  Discussion and possible Board decision to approve and adopt by ordinance the rezoning of parcels located in the R-4 District – Pike Lake Residential District from R = Residential to R-4 = Pike Lake Residential District: - RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.

 a.)  Discussion/notation July’s monthly Board meeting is moved from July 11th to July 18th, 2011: - Noted
10. New Business:

a.)  Discussion/Presentation by a representative from AT&T regarding a cell phone tower: - No representative showed
b.)   Discussion/Board decision to accepting bids for painting the outside of the Town Hall: - The Board stated they received bids from Robert Brothers Painting for $7,790 and from Fred Opitz for $8,300.  RH stated that the bid from Fred Opitz was more detailed on what needs to be done, the Town will get good quality work and he is offering a one year touch up with the bid.  RH made the motion to accept the bid from Fred Opitz.  RH/DG Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding an ordinance regarding mailbox reimbursement: - LO stated that there in no ordinance in the book that states the Town will reimburse  $25 mailbox damages done by snow plows; she also stated this amount has been here even before Marv Justman was here; all previous clerk’s were told to use this amount.  LO stated she would like the Board to agree to add this ordinance in the Town ordinances that specifically outlines the reimbursement the Town will make for mailbox damages.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.)  Discussion/Board decision to renew the Town’s insurance policy with Horton Group: - Rob Krolow from the Horton Group said the yearly premium went down $924 less than the year before.  The Board agreed to renew the Town insurance through the Horton Group.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding new cleaning employee and duties assigned: - The Board agreed that the new part-time cleaning personnel would be Darcy Schmitt to help clean the Town Hall and Park Pavilion during current cleaning personnel vacations and back-to-back rentals for the hall.  They also agreed her salary would be the same as the others.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
g.)  Discussion/Board decision on fertilizer for football field and weed control: - LB stated he got a three quotes to fertilize the Town grounds.  1.  Turf Tenders for $740 to fertilize the Town and $860 for the park.  2.  Schoof’s Greenworks for $439 for the Town and $570 for the park.  3.  True Green for $684 for the park and $491 for the Town.  The Board agreed to contract with Schoof’s Greenworks.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
g.)  Discussion/Board decision on weed control around the Town hall: - please see note above
h.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve Budget Resolution No. 2011-2 to dividing Town of Hartford Into Municipal Wards: - RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
i.)  Discussion/possible Board decision regarding Parkview Drive project: - DG stated that there needs to be 3 new culverts, stone and mesh for about $4,500, in which the maintenance department would install and the black top at a cost around $12,000.  DG also stated the owner will be responsible for their own property costs.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
