1.  Call to order: - 6:00 PM
2.  Pledge of Allegiance: - Recited
3.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring - (DG), Supervisor #1 – Larry Baugniet - (LB), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value

6.  County supervisor’s report: - Mary Goeman stated that Brenda, the County Clerk, gave a report regarding the recall election and how costly it was for the County.  She also stated that the County Board rejected a resolution that would give a 1% increase for the Highway Department.  She also stated the next redistricting meeting was going to be on Tuesday, August 16th.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - DG stated that if there are any issues with the items listed on the agenda that people could speak now and that line items 10 (b), (c) and (d) will be tabled until the Board members could meet with the plan commission members to discuss it and it won’t be discussed until then because they are complexed issues.  TP talked about how a group would like to have a concert here in October and use the Town Hall and Margaret Wilber from the Village of Slinger would like the Town to put a delinquent sewer bill on our tax roll; the Town resident illegally hooked the system back up when the Slinger Village disconnected them.  Mark Ritter suggested to the Board that this is not a good idea for either situation because the Town would be liable with the concert in the Hall and the other request is actually a felony and the Town should not get involved.  RH stated he has a procedural problem with anyone being able to just call the attorney without having Board approval on any given subject.
8.  Plan Commission recommendations – None
9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/Board decision to RE-approve Budget Resolution No. 2011-2 to dividing Town of Hartford Into Municipal Wards: - LO discussed how the State came in after the last meeting/approval and drew a line straight through the map; an area the was annexed by the City fell into a different district and that the Town had to change the resolution from Ward 2 part of block 1074 to full block of 1074.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding the trees on Shady Lane and the stop sign on Eagle Point Road: - DG stated the Town researched this thoroughly at this time, however when the stop sign was originally put in and if it was researched properly back then, it would have been found that a vision triangle would have been needed and the Town would not have the issues it does now.   When the sewer was put in 1992 Mr. Libbey had to dedicate 10 ft. of right of way for the sewer project and that is when the vision triangle could have been included. In 2003 The stop sign should never have been put in because there was no SERPC study or speed control study done,; simply keeping the trees trimmed would have been sufficient at that time as well.
 DG read the letter from the attorney regarding what the Town needs to do now and one of the options was to pay Mr. & Mrs. Libbey $4651.00 for the cost of the trees and to reshape his property.  The board along with residence agreed that with a 25 mile speed limit sign being present and the small amount of traffic that is on Shady Lane that there is enough visibility to safely exit onto Eagle Pt. road; they also felt that the liability for the town is remote as long as the trees are kept trimmed on Eagle Point Road.  The Board agreed to remove the stop sign and the town should not pay Mr. Libbey for removing the 4 trees on his property.   RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried. 
10. New Business:

a.)   Discussion/Board decision regarding Hall/Pavilion rentals: - TP stated that she checked with couple of places and each places contract is very similar to ours.  TP stated she would like to see the security deposit go up; she recommends for a one day rental it should be $300 and a three day rental should be $500 instead of a flat fee of $200 for security deposit.  The Board agreed to start the new security deposits January 2012.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding Employee Policy Handbook: - The Board agreed to table this.  LB/DG Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding Charge back ordinance: - The Board agreed to table this.  LB/DG Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding Town attorney bill – re: charge back for Burow portion: - The Board agreed to pay the bill to the Town attorney.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.  
e.)  Discussion/Board decision to set a date to start the 2012 budget: - The Board agreed to start to the Budget on Monday, September 26th, 2011 at 9:00 a.m.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
f.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding the renewal of the Road Reserve CD:  - TP stated the CD is coming due at the end of the month and she found First Bank is offering 1.0% for 13 months.  The Board agreed to put $100,000 into the 13 month CD and the rest of the balance with go into 6 month CD.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
g.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding awnings on Town Hall: - RH stated he has not received his quote, however LB received his quote from Cream City Awning for around $2700.  The Board agreed to table this until they could receive the other quote.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
