1.  Call to order: - 6:01 PM
2.  Pledge of Allegiance: - Recited
3.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring - (DG), Supervisor #1 – Larry Baugniet - (LB), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP); absent, Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.

6.  County supervisor’s report: - DG stated that Mary Goeman called and let him a message that she would be unable to attend because she was attending another meeting
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - Mark Ritter stated the Governor gave a proclamation regarding lowering the flag ½ way for special occasions such as 9-11, veteran’s day, etc.  He stated that his Lake Patrol officers lowered it on Sunday in the morning and raised it back up that night in honor of 9-11.  Fred Opitz offered to volunteer on such days and come up and lower and raise the flag on such occasions and will work with Mark Ritter on the days it should be lowered.  DG stated the monthly Board meeting in October will be changed from Monday, October 10th to Monday October 17th so the Board members could attend the Wisconsin Town Association meeting in Green Bay.
8.  Plan Commission recommendations – 

a.)  A public hearing is set for Wednesday, October 5th, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. possible installation of an AT&T Cell Tower at possible locations at the Hartford Town Hall, 3360 Hwy K, Hartford, Wisconsin. Tax Key No. T.6-0491-00B, CSM 1398, 18.08 acres.  There will also be an informational meeting on Wednesday, September 21st, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. at the Town Hall presented by Tim George, CCSI, AT&T. – DG read this information and explained a representative will be at the Town Hall on September 21st to fully explain the proposal to the public

9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding Town Ordinance 1.06 section 2 and section 3: - RH stated DG supplied the minutes from last year stating it was discussed and passed; RH asked the Board to table this until he could look at this further.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried
b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding 911/Address sign ordinance: - Mark Ritter explained how he researched this; he has gone on other Townships websites and used examples off of theirs and then correlated with what would best fit the Town.  He stated he feels that there also needs to be a correlation with the Zoning Ordinance as well, especially if a new address is given out; he stated he is working on that with Judy Larsen, but said Judy would have to contact Gordie Hoffman for further research.  RH though the ordinance would need a time frame added into it.  The Board agreed to table this until next month so Mark Ritter could make some changes and work with zoning.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding mail box ordinance: - Mark Ritter stated how we have had people in the past come in to see the ordinance, however, when researching, nothing was found the Town never had such ordinance.  He then went over with the Board in detail the proposed ordinance and felt comfortable with the finished ordinance.  DG thought $25.00 was too low and suggested $30.00 ($25.00 for the mailbox and $5.00 for a post).  The Board agreed to have Mark Ritter change the ordinance from $25.00 to $30.00.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.)  Discussion regarding public works policy:  - DG showed the Board the public works policy that was designed last year by the Town attorney and the level of how things should operate.  DG stated this would be a good policy to follow to allow the Town to be organized and run smoothly.  The Board will work off of that organizational chart.
10. New Business:

a.)   Discussion/Board decision regarding Christopher Goeman’s wedding and the use of the pavilion grounds and setting up tents on the pavilion grounds:  Christopher Goeman stated that he would like to put part of the tent on the asphalt, which would mean that he would have to put holes in the asphalt and the back of the tent would be staked in the grass.  He stated that JK Rentals would come and fix it at his cost and within a short period of time you would not even notice a hole was there.  The Board agreed to allow Chris Goeman to place stakes in the asphalt.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding trick or treat dates for the Town of Hartford: - LO explained that she already has had newspapers calling her regarding the dates.  LO also explained the Hilldale subdivision and the subdivisions by Whispering Pines follow the Village of Slinger dates, whereas, the rest of the Town was not sure last year and did not know the right date and time and just had candy ready.  The Board agreed Hilldale subdivision and the subdivisions/house down the east side of Kettle Moraine would follow the Village of Slingers date of Saturday, October 29th from 5:00-7:00 p.m. and the rest of the Town would follow the date and time posted for the City of Hartford.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion regarding Farm Land Preservation meeting held at Washington County: - Sue Yogerst stated the rough draft has to go to the PCPC for final approval.  That time it will go to Dan Kapp and then to the County Attorney will review it and then they will design an ordinance and on September 28th at 1:00 p.m. it will be reviewed again to consider the issue “PCPC score” that was agreed upon in August.  Then it will get forwarded and then in November of this year they will have a 90 day review.  In February of 2012 the County Board presents and the resolution and ordinance will consider by them in either March or April.  Then the Town has until the end of next year to match and finalize the plan the County has come up with.  Sue also stated that once this has happened that Deb from the County would come back and do a informational meeting regarding the changes.
d.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding town residents requesting a “cross traffic does not stop” sign on Eagle Point Road and Shady Lane: - LO stated there were few calls received regarding the issue.  The Board agreed this was not necessary for the few houses that are in the area, however, Steve Musinsky stated the Board should look at having signs on  First and High Road because he has seen some near accidents because there is no such yield sign, etc to help prevent an accident from happening.  He also recommended to the Board to just put the signs up because they are inexpensive.  DG stated that he would work with Tony Wagner to get the right signs up.  The Board agreed to put a sign on both First Street and High Road.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding the proposed resurfacing of Hall Road with the City of Hartford: - DG talked about the proposal the City is offering, however he stated that he and Tony Wagner went and looked at the road and they feel it looks good and DG also stated that we did not budget for this and would like to maybe look into for next year.  The Board agreed to leave the road the way it is.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
f.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding the estimates received to fix George Mayer’s truck when Town truck backed into it. – LO explained the situation on how it happened and how the amount was too small to submit to the insurance company.  Mark Ritter also said no police report needed to be filed.  The Board looked at the estimates from D&M Auto Body for $534.12 and Fender Menders for $505.61.  The Board agreed to have George Mayer’s truck fix at Fender Menders.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
g.) Discussion regarding the public works contracting and prevailing wages summary submitted by Attorney Stan Riffle: - The Board had no questions.
