1.  Call to order: - 6:00 PM
2.  Pledge of Allegiance: - Recited
3.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring - (DG), Supervisor #1 – Larry Baugniet - (LB), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP); absent, Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.
5.  Unanimous Consent Agenda: - LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.

 d.)  Staff recommendation and approval of an operator’s license for Deborah Wren and Nicole Nicolato for St. Lawrence C-Way and Josh Fischer for Reef’s Point Resort.
 

6.  County supervisor’s report: - Mary Goeman reported that the 1% raise was rejected by the County for the Highway Department.  She also reported that the district plan was approved and the County is setting up a one million dollar program to assist manufacturers to start a business in the area and this funding is being supported from the sales tax revenue.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - DG stated any complaints within the Town should be in writing and any new issues for the Town should be brought up in the public input section of the agenda.  Maurice Strupp suggested to the Town Board to talk to the Town of Richfield regarding the program of resident garbage drop on how they felt it worked for them.
8.  Plan Commission recommendations – LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.

a.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve a Conditional Use Permit constructing a AT&T Cell Tower at the Hartford Town Hall, 3360 Hwy K, Hartford Wisconsin.  Tax Key No. T6-0491-00B, CSM 1398, 18-08 acres.  Approval of Conditional Use permit (CUP) with the conditions of adding additional language to said CUP and placement of Tower on Option 4, along with an Exhibit A showing floor plan.  Town Board is to have final decision on Site plan to be provided by AT&T.  CUP is to be given to Attorney Stan Riffel for final approval: - 
9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding Town Ordinance 1.06 section 2 and section 3: - The Board agreed to follow Stan Riffel’s outline  regarding this section of the ordinance.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
 b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding employee handbook:- RH stated he would like to see a clean copy of it with the changes in it – DG stated that LO would provide a clean copy of the employee handbook for the Board to look over and approve.  The Board agreed to table this until November.  RH/LB  Approved.  Motion Carried.
10. New Business:

a.)   Discussion/Board decision regarding closing the office on Wednesday, November 23rd for the start of the Thanksgiving Holiday; the office could be open on Tuesday, November 22nd from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. to replace the Wednesday hours. – LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve ordiance 2011-1; AN ORDINANCE CREATING SECTION 8.03 (3)(A) OF THE TOWN OF HARTFORD ORDINANCES FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT POLICY FOR MAILBOX REPLACEMENT: - RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding adopting an ordinance relating to a proclamation that the Flag of the United States be flown at half-staff to on honor occasions. – Mark Ritter talked about this ordinance that the governor is proposing and asked the Board if he could get on the mailing list for this.  The Board agreed to have Mark Ritter set them up on the mailing list.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding the request by Washington County Sheriff’s department to have a key for the window box outside the Town Hall. – LO explained that Washington County is requesting to have a key so they could post any kind of notices in the display cases if someone would not be in the office.  RH made the motion to allow the Sheriff’s Department to have a key.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding a new program at the recycling center regarding resident garbage: - LB has done a lot of research on this per requests of Town residents who come to the recycling center with their recycling for a program like this.  He stated that Veolia is offering $95.00 for a dumpster and Waste Management could offer a dumpster for $55.50.  LB also stated he felt it would be a nice thing for the Town residents to have and bring in a little income for the Town; especially with the cuts the Town has seen in the recycling grant.  Maurice Strupp suggested to contact Richfield and Gene Hoerth stated he was a little concerned because it might get costly.  RH stated he was not in favor and John Jung stated it doesn’t hurt to try it out for a few months.  The Board agreed to table this for now so that LB could supply more definite numbers.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried to table this item.
f.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding trace ReadAll Hand Held Interrogator S/N BE0800116 for Hilldale and Pike Lake Utility needs a new LCD board.  The cost for parts and labor is $612.00. – LO explained this is the component that Tony Wagner would use to get a read from either Hilldale or Pike Lake District.  LO stated that this would be paid for by Hilldale and Pike Lake District.  The Board agreed to have this repaired and paid for by both districts.  RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
g.)  Discussion/Board decision to set the St. Lawrence Light Levy at $1600: - RH/LB Approved.  Motion Carried.
h.)  Discussion/Board decision to consider requests from the Hilldale Sanitary District and the Pike Lake Utility District to approve delinquent sewer bills to be added to the 2011 tax roll: - LO explained that Hilldale Sanitary district is roughly at $12,000 and Pike Lake Utility District is roughly at $4,900 – LO also explained that could go up or down a little by the November 9th cut of date before we have to supply those numbers to the County.  LO also stated she would have the exact numbers at the November meeting.  LB/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
