1.  Call to order – 6:00 P.M. Those in attendance were Chairman Maurice Strupp – MS, Board 
     members Larry Baugniet – LB and Ralph Horst – RH, Treasurer, Christine Pfeifer and Clerk 

     Marvin Justman.
2.  Pledge of Allegiance – Recited. 
3.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting – Notice of 

     the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, 

     Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV. Such 

     notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.  
4.  Unanimous Consent Agenda – Approved by unanimous consent

5.  Town Chairman’s report – Chairman Strupp noted that the Arthur Road project will not be          
     done in 2012 but put off until 2013 at a cost to the Town of approximately $115,000. Strupp

     also stated that he had met with Bill Ripp from the City of Hartford concerning the Lee 

     Road project. Strupp also stated that Hwy 60 from Hwy 41 to Jackson would be 

     reconstructed in 2013 and Hwy 175 from Slinger north to Hwy 33 would be reconstructed 

     in 2014. Chairman Strupp also reported that the DNR will not issue a citation to the Town   

     for the problems in the Parkview Heights subdivision but that the silt and drainage issues 
     must be addressed as soon as possible. Chairman Strupp also noted that he was working on 
     the drainage issues involving Shady Lane. 

6.  County supervisor’s report – Supervisor Mary Goeman stated that the Health and Human
     Services Dept. was taking in slightly used clothes and household items for resale. Mary 

     Goeman also reported that she had not taken out papers for re-election and was undecided 

     whether she would.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person) The Town Board was notified that 

     Renewal of the advertising for hall rentals was being eliminated. The hall is rented at 
     nearly 100% for the upcoming year. 
8.  Plan Commission recommendations – 

a.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve a Certified Survey Map, Raymond Hoffmann, 3372 Lake Drive Tax Key No. T6-0551 and vacant lot, Tax Key No. T6-0551-00B. Purpose of said proposed Certified Survey Map is to combine both parcels. – RH/LB Approved. Motion 

carried.

10. New Business:
a.)   Discussion on plans for boat landing on west side of Pike Lake – Maurice Strupp stated that the Town could get 75% of the funding for fixing the boat landing if the Town of Hartford provided parking for boat trailers. John Jung stated that there were more than enough parking slips for trailers at the State Park. John also stated that the Protection District was not in favor of more boat traffic on the Lake. 
b.)  Discussion/Board decision to settle the issue on the Kay Stefan property 6150 Second St. Pike Lake – Mark Ritter explained how an original citation for $172 eventually growing to $38,356. Mark also explained the three options the Town now has to move forward on this issue. Motion by RH second by LB to accept option B which would be a net of about $9464.28 for the Town. Motion carried. 
c.)  Discussion concerning drainage problems on Shady Lane. – Chairman Strupp stated that he would handle getting bids to resolve the problem. 
d.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve the Mid-Moraine Municipal Court Agreement for the year 2012. – RH/LB Approved. Motion carried. 
e.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding changes to the brush pick-up schedule in the Town of Hartford. – Chairman Strupp informed the Board that brush pick-up is costing the Town approximately $120 an hour. He stated the Town needs to cut its costs for brush pick-up. The new pick-up schedule would be the first Monday of every other month beginning in February. Motion by RH second by LB to approve with the option to revisit this issue in one year. Motion carried. 
f.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding the starting time for the monthly Board Meetings presently starting at 6:00 P.M. – Board members stated that many residents could not make the 6:00 PM start time and would rather move the meetings back to 7:00 P.M. Starting in January 2012 the monthly board meetings will be at 7:00 P.M. RH/LB Approved. Motion carried. 
g.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve the following poll workers for the election cycle 2012-2013. Mary Blawas, Sara Hudson, Earl Hudson, Nancy Kabelowsky, Jerome Kabelowsky, Joanne Horst, Gail Kainz, Evelyn Lepien, Marlene Lee, Janeen Oswald, Louise Knoke, Larry Baugniet, Clara Baugniet, Allan Lauer and Mary Musinsky. – RH/LB Approved. Motion carried.  
h.)  Discussion/Board decision to consider a request for a conditional use permit and a one day beer license for the 8th annual Kevin Daehn Memorial fisheree to be held on Pike Lake on January 28, 2012. – RH/LB Approved. Motion carried.   
i.)  Discussion on recycling center operator position, currently being held by Supervisor Larry Baugniet.- Chairman Strupp stated that he felt a supervisor should not be getting paid to work at the Town in another position.
