5.  Town Chairman’s report – Chairman Strupp stated there was a joint City Town meeting 

     On January 30, to approve the annexation of the Ambrose Wiedmeyer property. Strupp also

     noted that the Town would follow the State Statue for concealed weapons and that the 

     Town would not be posting its facilities. Strupp also stated that he had gone out with the 

     employees during snow days and said they were doing a good job plowing the roads. The 

     Chairman informed the Board that he had developed a five year road plan for the Town. 

     Strupp also contacted the Dept. of Transportation to find out when the meeting for the Hwy     

     60 reconstruction project was going to take place. He said that a time had not yet been set for 

     that meeting but that the Town would be informed once the date was set.  

6.  County supervisor’s report – Mary Goeman stated that the county has authorized a pay 
     study of all the county jobs at a cost of 70 to 75 thousand dollars.

7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person) -  Steve Musinsky said that he was 
     impressed when Dick Indermule stopped to asked him if he was satisfied with the plowing

     the Town was doing. John Jung noted that many bars are posting signs stating that carrying
     concealed weapons while consuming alcohol is illegal. Maurice Strupp said that Scott 

     Schmidt told him to wait with any fixes to the Parkview Dr. project for now.

d.)  Discussion/Board recommendation to appoint a Town resident to the Board of Appeals. -  After some discussion no specific names were recommended.  
e.)  Discussion and recommendations for changes to the hall rental contract pertaining to small motorized vehicles on the premises and the age limitation on the contract. – The age limit was changed to 21 years of age for rental purposes. The minimum time to cancel was changed from 30 to 60 days to allow the Town an opportunity to re-rent the facility. Small motorized vehicles (ie snowmobiles, four wheelers and bikes) will not be allowed on the premises in conjunction with a rental.
