Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value. 
4.  Motion to recess the Town agenda and move to the Sanitary and Utility District agendas. – LB/MS Approved. Motion carried.  
5.  Motion to resume the Town of Hartford agenda. – LB/MS Approved. Motion carried.

7.  Town Chairman’s report – Chairman Strupp stated that he would have a report on Tuesday at the Annual Town Meeting. 

8.  County Supervisor’s report – Mary Goeman stated that Ordinance 20, the County residence ordinance was supported by a vote of 22-6 to force all County workers to reside in the County. Mary also stated that the smoking ordinance for the buildings and vehicles of Washington County had passed. Mary also noted that the County Clerk had estimated the recall elections in the County would cost $221,000.  
9.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person) – A resident questioned whether the Town had ever looked into contracting garbage collection for the residents of the Town. 
10.  Plan Commission recommendations – None. 
11.  Old Business:
 a.)  Discussion/Board decision to appoint a Town resident to the Board of Appeals. – Al Bensemann volunteered to become a member of the Board of Appeals. Motion by MS/LB Approved. Motion carried. 
12. New Business: 
a.)   Discussion/Board decision to accept a bid to fertilize the Town of Hartford grounds including the football field. – Two bids were received by the Town for fertilizing the grounds. The Board wanted to retain a local bidder for the work if he could match the bid. Motion by MS/LB to retain Green Works for fertilizing the grounds with the bid of $1086 if he could match the bid of $1045 from Tru-Green. Approved. Motion carried. 
b.)  Report by Supervisor Baugniet on using the recycle center for potential revenues for the Town in regards to recycling and trash collection. – Supervisor Baugniet stated that the Town could make some revenue at the recycle center if the recyclables were sorted into separate bins and sold to vendors. He also stated that the Town could accept garbage at the recycle center by charging residents by the bag and in turn save residents money. There were numerous comments from the audience about the pros and cons of this taking place at the recycle center. Motion by MS/LB to table until more information is available. Approved. Motion carried.   
c.)  Discussion/possible Board decision on recycle center use and hours. – Numerous items were discussed including whether permits were necessary for different types of collection. Motion by MS/LB to table. Approved. Motion carried.   
d.)  Discussion, reminder to Town residents of Open Book on April 24, 2012 and Board of Review on May 15, 2012. – Chairman Strupp noted.
