1.  Call to order – 7:00 P.M. Those in attendance were Chairman Maurice Strupp – MS, Supervisor Larry Baugniet – LB, Supervisor Ralph Horst – RH, Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer and Clerk – Marvin Justman 
2.  Pledge of Allegiance – Recited,
3.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting – Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV. Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.

5.  Town Chairman’s report – Chairman Strupp reported that all the shouldering was completed and that crackfilling was in progress. He also noted that silt screening was being installed in the Parkview Drive project to eliminate some of the runoff. He also stated that the new meter reading equipment for Pike Lake Utility and Hilldale Sanitary Districts was ordered.

6.  County supervisor’s report – Brian Krebs reported that one third of the County Board had changed hands in the last election and that Herb Tennies had been elected as County Board Chairman. Brian also stated that he had been appointed to the transportation committee. He also stated that the Washington County Taxi had its on millionth customer.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person) – Rob Wesburg was introduced as the new Pike Lake Superintendant. He stated that they would be selling firewood and ice at the State Park this year. He also stated that they would be sponsoring a special event Saturday once a month throughout the summer. Gene Hoerth asked whether the park had been fertilized. Supervisor Baugniet stated it would be fertilized sometime late in May or early June. Steve Musinsky questioned whether the park had ever been soil tested. Pat Hoerth asked when the cell tower was going to constructed. Dan Knoedl introduced himself and stated that he has used both the Town and County Police Departments. He spoke very highly of the County Sheriff and thought the Town did not need a local Police Department. He said the Board should consider the costs of the Police Department when doing next years budget. 
8.  Plan Commission recommendations – 

a.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve Ordinance Z2012-1 The Pike Lake Residential District (R4) be added to Residential Districts in the Town Zoning Ordinances per the Plan Commission approval and recommendation. – RH/LB Approved. Motion carried.    
9.  Old Business:
a.)  Discussion on Parkview drive and possible solutions. – Chairman Strupp stated that Scott Schmidt of the County suggested using more silk screening to control erosion.   
b.)  Discussion and further updates on recycling center bids to sell recycled material. – Supervisor Baugniet stated that he had no further information at the time. 
10. New Business:
a.)   Discussion/decision to approve a conditional use permit for Pike Lake Sportsman’s Club Carp Fest on May 18, 2012. – RH/LB Approved. Motion carried. 
b.)  Discussion/Board decision to accept road bids for paving and seal coating for the 2012 road construction. – Payne and Dolan was the only bidder for paving in the Town with a bid of $98,342.75. A bid from Hilltop Construction for $9,400 for repair of sections of broken pavement was also received. The City of Hartford notified the Town that they would be doing a larger section of Lee Road and that would increase the Towns share of the paving to $14,000. RH/LB Approved. Motion carried. The bids for seal coating were conflicting since the material to be used for the projects was not specified. The Board agreed to have Scott Construction and Fahrner rebid the projects with the same material and submit them by Friday May 18 at 9:00 A.M.   
c.)  Discussion concerning accepting paint and other hazardous materials at the recycle center. – Chairman Strupp stated that there were full pails of paint in metal cans found at the recycling center. Supervisor Baugniet stated he did not know how they got there.   
d.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve Patricia Hoerth as poll worker for the election cycle 2012-2013 – RH/LB Approved. Motion carried.
