1.  Call to order – 7:00 P.M. Those in attendance were Chairman Maurice Strupp –MS, Supervisor Larry Baugniet – LB, Supervisor Ralph Horst – RH, Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer, and Clerk – Marvin Justman 
2.  Pledge of Allegiance – Recited. 
3.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting – Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV. Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.

           d.)  Staff recommendation and approval of an operator’s license for Brooke Breuer and Ashley Groleau – Hartford Golf Club, Rocio Campuzano and Thomas Russo – Casa Tequila Bar and Resturant, Brooklyn Weber and Kelly Mueller – Washington County Golf Course, Michelle Sippl – Reef Point.
5.  Town Chairman’s report – Chairman Strupp reported that the Town has gone over budget on elections because of the two recall elections. He also stated that the Sheriff’s Dept. had patrolled Hall Road because of speeding and heavy trucks using the road. The Sheriff informed the Town that one semi was pulled over and ticketed for being overloaded. Chairman Strupp also noted that Scott Construction had been awarded the bid for seal coating at a substantial savings to the Town.

7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person) – Steve Musinsky asked whether the Sheriffs Dept. would continue patrolling Hall Road.  
8.  Plan Commission recommendations 
          a.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve Certified Survey Map for John Smith 3371 Lake Drive, Tax Key No. T6-0558 for the purpose of combining parcels per recommendation of the Plan Commisssion. – RH/LB approved. Motion carried. 
          b.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve Farmland Preservation Zoning to extend the certification of the current Town zoning ordinance. Said extension will allow the claiming of tax credits up to December 31, 2014 per recommendation of the Plan Commission. – LB/RH approved. Motion carried.  

          c.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve, based on a review by the Wisconsin Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection (DATCP), several parcels designated as agricultural transition areas, as identified on Map 1 must be removed from the draft Farmland Preservation Areas for the Town of Hartford. We hereby approve MAP 2 – Draft 2 – Farmland Preservation Areas for the Town of Hartford, Dated May 2012 to replace draft 1 of the Farmland Preservation Areas for the Town of Hartford. The Town recognizes and agrees with these modifications proposed by DATCP to change the proposed Farmland Preservation Areas for the Town of Hartford per recommendation of the Plan Commission. – LB/RH Approved. Motion carried.

a.)   Presentation by a representative of Nationwide Recycling and Destruction LLC. to use their services at the Town’s recycling center to reduce the cost of recycling. – Jimmy, the representative from Nationwide stated he could save the Town $12,000 a year if the Town would use his services. He stated he would supply containers for recycling but that the plastics, glass and cardboard would all have to be separated. He also stated that the Town would have to supply a fork lift to load the recycled material onto his trucks. Jimmy stated that he would take old refrigerators, old TV’s and monitor’s at cost. The Board stated that they would think his proposal over.  

b.)  Discussion/Board decision to appoint a weed commissioner for the Town of Hartford for the 2012 season. – Supervisor Baugniet volunteered to take the position. MS/RH approved. Motion carried.   
c.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve renewal of all applications of Class “B” liquor and fermented beverage license located in the Town of Hartford for the period July 1 2012 to June 30 2013. (See attached list) – RH/LB approved. Motion carried.
