3.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting – Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on WTKM and WBKV. Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s Ace Hardware.

5.  Town Chairman’s report – Chairman Strupp reported the following for the month of February:  The City of Hartford will be annexing a property on Hawthorne Lane due to a request for sewer hook-up. Because they are annexing that property the two properties on Teri Lane that were under covenant to annex will be allowed to remain in the Town. Approximately two hundred ton of salt remains for the Town to use this winter season. Founders day was held at the Town on February 24, 2013 with a successful turn out. The Town roads are taking a beating this season due to all the salting and plowing. Building permits in the Town doubled in 2012. No parking signs on Powder Hill and Kettle Moraine are in bad shape and there is an on going discussion on who should replace them, the Town or the City. 

6.  County supervisor’s report – County Supervisor Brian Krebs reported the following for the month of February:  The appeals process was voted on and passed. County Human Services is sharing a fraud investigation with Ozaukee County. The County Jail averages 244 inmates per day. The county has plenty of salt on hand for the rest of the winter season. The county is presently putting out bids for road work. The state is starting to return some of the salt that the county had loaned to them this winter.  
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person) – Al Bensemann questioned Supervisor Baugniet on what platform he had for running for Chairman for the Town. Supervisor Baugniet stated that he would try to save the Town money and that he would try to hold Town taxes level or cut them if possible. He also stated that he would try to look for new sources of revenue for the Town.

Appearance and presentation by Phil Larsen concerning a festival to be held at the Town of Hartford park on August 23rd through August 25th. – Mr. Larsen stated that on August 24th he would like to have a music festival on the Town of Hartford grounds. He stated that he would be acquiring a number of bands to play throughout the day, starting at approximately 11 A.M. and going to midnight. He stated that his intentions would be to go with a Country Western theme. He plans on having food vendors and beverage vendors. He also stated that it would be up to the Town to determine what type of security he would need. Mr. Larsen also stated that his organization would take care of all cleanup after the festival. The Town Board will be considering his request at a future meeting.
