5. Town Chairman’s report — The following was reported by Chairman Strupp for the month
of April: Patching of Town Roads will be done by Hilltop Asphalt, Dick Indermuhle was
appointed to the Board of Review, Eisen Tractor Ag Service damaged Arthur Road east of Hwy
175. The damaged road surface belongs to the Town as well as the Village of Slinger. Hilltop
Asphalt and Norb Rossbeck are providing estimates for the repairs of the surface. The Town is
working with the Village of Slinger on resolving this matter. Supervisor Lofy was appointed to
manage the football field and immediately had it reseeded and fertilized. John Daehn was hired
to manage the recycling center on Thursdays. Brush pick-up for the month of May took a long




time to complete. The Town is working to make improvements on this service. Signs have been
stolen on Turtle Road to include weight limit sign, street sign and dip sign. Lee Road shoulder
& blacktop settled and it took a full load of gravel to fill the sink hole.
6. County supervisor’s report — The following was reported by Supervisor Krebs for the
month of April: County Hwy Commission met to update their 6 year highway plan. The
biggest project will be Hwy C. The Radio Commission has hired Tusa Consulting Service to
give them a snapshot of the abilities and disabilities of the radio system. The County Board
approved a line of credit for AlS to run the County Fair. Doug Johnson administrative
coordinator for the County will retire at the end of the year.
7. Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person) — Gene Hoerth asked about the light on
the cell tower. Chairman Strupp said that a light on the tower was not required.

c.) Discussion/Board decision to consider changing locks on the park pavilion facility. —
RH/SL Approved with the contingency that Hartford Youth Football Club pay for half
the cost of lock changing and that all key holders must return their keys at the end of the
football season. Motion carried.
