The total cost for ditching, culverts curbing & blacktopping and the repair of both boat landings came to approximately $33,000. This project had been engineered to be done about 20 years ago. The County did not charge the Town to redo the engineering. The County also did a ditching project on Hwy E and part of Kettle Moraine Road which the County did not charge the Town for. The Town unexpectedly found a culvert that had to be replaced on Lake Dr. before blacktopping. It was noticed 2 days before all projects on the north end of Lake Dr. were completed. Sealcoating is being done at the present time. The Town also needs people to apply for the Board of Appeals committee. 

6.  County supervisor’s report – Supervisor Krebs reported the following for the month of July: Handouts were distributed to Board members showing the six year projected road projects for the state and county. Discussed with Board whether plastic or steel culverts were better for road projects. RFP to manage the County’s investments, the County chose PMA Financial Investments. Sewrpc has no increase in its 2015 budget. County taxi has extended share ride from 10 P.M to 1 A.M. on Fridays and Saturdays.
