5. Town Chairman’s report — The chairman visited David Piquett at the City of Hartford
sewer plant. The system at Pike Lake is in very good condition and well maintained. The Town
applied for a LRIP grant for Clover Road from Badger Road west to Hwy 83, 1 mile for wedge
and repaving in 2017. The Town will receive approximately $14,500 from the state to help pay
for the project. The Rec fees for Pike Lake Utility District will be back to the full amount of $45
per quarter for the next 2 years. The 2016 budget hearing will be November 17 at 7:00 P.M.
6. County supervisor’s report — County Supervisor Krebs reported the following: No one will
be appointed to the vacant seat on the county board. The county passed its budget and was able
to lower the county tax levy by $250,000. It will cost the county approximately 4.5 million to
enhance the radio system in the county.
