1.  Call to order – 7:00 P.M. Roll call as follows: Chairman Maurice Strupp – MS, Supervisor

2.  Pledge of Allegiance – Recited.  
3.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting – Notice of 
the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The Daily News, Milwaukee 
Journal/Sentinel and announced on WTKM and WBKV. Such notice was posted at the Town 
Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s Ace Hardware.  

Motion 
carried unanimously.

5.  Town Chairman’s report – Chairman Strupp reported the following:  The chairman met 
with Ken Yunker and one of the planners from SEWRPC  and the county administrator about 3 
weeks ago concerning the reliever route. The Chairman stated that the Town would not give up 
Arthur Road because of all the driveways from Kettle Moraine Road to Hwy U, 59 driveways 
in that stretch of highway. The Chairman suggested using Hwy K to Hwy U which already has 
most of the rite-of-way available at the present time. He also suggested using Hwy 60 to Wilson 



Street and then to Hwy 83 to Main Street to State Street. He stated that some buildings would 
have to be removed but it would be a much safer route.    
6.  County supervisor’s report – Supervisor Krebs reported the following:  Krebs stated that 
he met with the leaders of the reliever route proposal and alternate routes were discussed. New 
County Board met for the first time. Richard Gundrum was voted in as the new County 
Chairman. There are now five committees at the county level. The Dare program was again 
activated in the county.  
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person) – Deputy Jonathan Binsfield reported on 
activities in the Town for the month of April. The county did five hours of patrol on Arthur 
Road. John Jung stated that Handels Tree Service would be clearing the river north of the dam 
on Friday.
