                  Matters of business are as follows:

1. Call to order: - 3:01 PM
2. Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
3. Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.
4. Budget workshop for Town of Hartford, Pike Lake Utility District and Hilldale Sanitary District: - The meeting started out with a nice apology from Pat Hoerth to Lori Opitz from last weeks meeting.  LO thanked Pat Hoerth and explained to the Board that since it was questioned that the Clerk for the Town was over paid, LO did some research on the Clerk’s position within the area and brought the back up paper work showing that the clerk for the Town is paid far less than other Clerk’s in the area and has more responsibilities than the rest with a recycling center, lake patrol, two utility districts and a mobile home court.  After the explanation, the Board agreed to the proposed salaries for the Clerk, Treasurer and Zoning Administrator for 2010.  The Board then proceeded to finish the budget.  The Board agreed to have GH get more bids from different dealers for the new truck for the maintenance department.  Currently the Town had one bid from Doll with a cost of about $45,400 with the trade.  GH agreed to check out more dealers and get more prices on the truck and report back to the Board.  The Board agreed to put $1000 on the budget for the senior friends and decided to up Town Police wages from $5500 to $6500.  The Board first decided to raise the Town tax of 3% to cover the budget, but after further investigation and phone conversations with the Board members through the Clerk, The Board agreed to only raise the Town portion of the taxes to 1% to cover the start of the Fire signs in the Town and with the 1% it will keep the Town constant with the expenses for 2010 and allow the Town to put a little funds away to help replenish the CD that was lost in 2009.
5. Discussion/Board decision on setting a budget hearings date for the electors of the Town of Hartford. – Monday, November 23rd, 2009 at 7:00 PM.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
