3.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH) absent, Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (CP), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West bend News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.

6.  County supervisor’s report: - John Jung reported that he really didn’t have anything to mention regarding the supervisor’s report, other than the budget is coming up and they will be working on it.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person) – Sue Yogerst made the suggestion to the Board that the Town possibly donate money to the City for the new library.  She thought this would be a nice gesture to stay in good terms with the City.

9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/Board decision on attorney’s advice/implementation of DNR use of electric vehicles in the Town. – RH made the motion to approve, but with the recommendation the vehicle have some kind of light to show it is a slow moving vehicle.  RH/DG Approved Ordinance 2009-4.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision on attorney’s advice/implementation of junked vehicles stored in the Town. – RH made the recommendation that this ordinance state “any vehicle”.  RH/DG Approved Ordinance 2009-5.  Motion Carried
10. New Business: - 
a.) Discussion/Board decision on setting a budget date: - The Board agreed to set Tuesday, October 20th @ 3:00 p.m. and Wednesday, October 28th @ 3:00 p.m. for budget dates.  RH/DG Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.) Discussion/Board decision on purchasing new police radio’s: - Mark Ritter reported that everyone will be using the radio’s, but made the Board aware that the radio’s that the Town currently has will be obsolete and not work anymore.  He also stated that the past Town Chairman went to the meeting regarding these radios’s and came back and reported that the Town does not need them.  Mark also stated that it would cost the Town about $1400-$1500 to get the portable and mobile radio because he has applied for grants that amount to $2500 from Homeland Security.  Mark also stated that hopefully next year he would be able to get into the budget another portable radio.  RH/DG Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.) Discussion/Board decision to move Town checking account to Hartford Savings Bank; resolution needs to be signed if approved – TP explained to the Board the charges Associated Bank was charging the Town to keep the Town’s money in the account and how Associated has not worked with TP or LO to get these situations cleared up.  TP explained with going with Hartford Savings Bank the bank will sweep the account on a daily basis and move the Town’s money into an account that will make the Town money and that TP would never have to call to do this; which is something that did not happen with Associated.  RH asked TP if she felt comfortable with moving the Town’s money and TP stated it would be in the best interest for the Town.  RH/DG Approved Resolution 2009-2.  Motion Carried.
d.) Discussion/Board decision regarding Judy Larsen’s wages for the remainder of 2009: - LO explained to the Board that Judy has been doing a lot of work for the Town at her other job and it has been increasingly difficult to keep track of her hours and at times time consuming.  LO also explained to the Board that Judy would like to go salary for the remainder of the year at an amount of $269.25 per week – LO also explained if Judy would work 12 hours a week that would amount to $22.44 per hour and if she worked 15 hours it would be $17.95 per hour and that her current hourly wage was $18.00.  LO also stated that she was not asking for a lot and that she has been putting in extra hours to make up on the administrative side.  RH/DG Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.) Discussion of winter parking and parking of vehicles on Town roads – Mark Ritter stated he has been getting complaints about parking vehicles on Teri Lane.  He stated he went through the ordinances that Iron Ridge made up and he would like to propose something similar within the Town.  DG stated that these new ordinances should state that no business should be allowed to park there company vehicle on Town roads and John Jung stated he would like to see the ordinance state all vehicles.  Mark Ritter will work on proposing an ordinance for winter parking and vehicles parked on Town roads and report back to the Board on another meeting date.

2.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH) absent, Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
3.  Public Input (limit of 5 minutes per person): - Al Bensemann stated that on Friday the lift pits were cleaned in Hilldale and the one bad propeller in one of the lift stations was changed.  He also stated at the end of the week regular maintenance would be done on all of the lift stations.
4.  Review and approval of all current bills: - RH/DG Approved.  Motion Carried.
5.  Discussion/Board decision regarding interest rate on the demand note/loan the Hilldale Sanitary District has with the Town: - Al Bensemann stated that his note is down to $50,000 that he has left to pay the Town and his renewal of his note is due up on November 16th, 2009.  He was hoping to pay another $10,000 towards the loan by the end of November and maybe more by the end of the year.  He also stated he feels that the 5% interest charge on this note is a little high.  He stated he talked with TP and found the Town is only getting 1.9% in one account and .555% in the other.  Al was hoping that for the remainder of the loan he could pay 2% interest.  Motion was made to charge 2% on the remainder $50,000 balance.  RH/DG Approved.  Motion Carried.

1.  Call to order: - 8:07 PM
2.  Roll Call – Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH) absent, Chairman #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
3.  Public Input (limit of 5 minutes per person) – Al Bensemann and LO brought up to the Board that LO has had a discussion with Al in regards to a house on Eagle Point Road and was questioning the water bill since 2003.  LO stated that after she did the billing for the first time for Pike Lake at the beginning of the month, LO noticed that one house in particular had only been billed for a consumption of 5, which amounts to about $.03 the district has been getting for water charges.  LO also stated when Readings Plus does our readings that they have never got a read on this house so when the billing has been done on this house since 2003, the only way to get that consumption of 5 was to manually enter that number.  DG suggested that LO check with Readings Plus to see if they could pull into the driveway to see if they can get a better read and after that, we, as a district, have to pay close attention to the charges this house receives.
4.  Review and approval of all current bills: - RH/DG Approved.  Motion Carried.
5.  Discussion/update on Pike Lake Reimbursement project expenses: - LO stated that she was able to come up to a ball park figure of around $23,000 to this date to do this project, but mentioned that this number was a little misleading.  LO reminded the board that not all of the wages have been reimbursed back to the Town and postage and envelopes were also not reimbursed back to the Town because LO did not have those direct numbers to get reimbursement back.  LO also stated there will be a few more charges by the end of the year to really complete this project; which included: more postage, 1099 forms, 1099 envelopes and administrative wages to complete these forms.
