1.  Call to order: - 6:57 PM
2.  Pledge of Allegiance: - Recited
3.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP) absent, Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.
5.  Unanimous Consent Agenda: - GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.

 d.)  Staff recommendation and approval of operator’s license for Patsy Moore-Anton; Karen & Schemmy’s
6.  County supervisor’s report – John Jung reported the last meeting the County discussed and did take control over the Fair Grounds through an ordinance; however they are not going to take over the Ziegler building at this time.  The County will take over the building once the Ziegler building becomes debt free.  The Ziegler building currently in debt with a $500,000 note and $200,000 in back contractor claims; when this is clear, that is when the County will pursue taking over the Ziegler building.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - GH stated he did some checking with the electric company and it would cost the Town too much money to replace/fix the lights in the parking lot.  GH also asked what was happening with the adult football league.  DG reported that he and Mark Ritter have come in contact with the league and they were told that they need to pay and sign a contract before they can continue to pay.  DG stated if that does not happen; Mark Ritter would be up here to make sure that they were not playing.  LO noted that next month’s meeting could possible be changed to either October 5th or 19th depending if we would not have enough Board members to attend the meeting due to possibly attending the Wisconsin Town’s Association meeting that weekend.  Kathy and John Antoni talked about a car that has been parked on Elaine’s way in the Town – the car had been used in a demolition race at the Slinger Speedway the night before and this car has been sitting on that road for almost a month and they would like the Board to change the Town’s ordinance not to allow a Town resident the ability to have 30 days to get rid of something like that because it does not make a neighborhood look good.  DG asked LO to check with the Town’s attorney to see what steps need to be taken to change the “days” in the ordinance where a Town resident is allowed to have this ability in the Town.  LO stated she would check with the Town’s attorney and report back next month.  Dick Indermuehl asked if the Town was working on the parking restrictions within in the Town come this winter; for reasons that it is hard to plow if the restrictions are not posted.  Mark Ritter stated he will research this issue and report back.
8.  Plan Commission recommendations –  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
a.) Discussion/Board decision to approve Site Plan of Mueller Trust, (Service-Master – Mark Mueller) Tax Key No. T6-0027-00C, 5860 St. Lawrence Lane.  Gordon Hoffman will address issues with chemical identification with the Fire Department on the building permit.
9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding the changing of the locks on the office door – GH stated he is not in favor of the locks being changed and also feels since the computer system is locked up, he feels that someone in particular is not being trusted.  DG feels the job that the current staff in the department is doing is important and they should be left alone to do their job because they are highly qualified to do their position and that we as elected officials need to allow them to do their job without interference.  Al Bensemann stated he has had a lifetime of being in business and he feels it should be the way it is and that the employees should just have access.  TP Lee also agreed that only the office staff should have access to the office – there is too much important information in the office and it should be restricted to just office staff.  TP Lee also stated he has heard some negative comments regarding the office staff and the Town and he is tired of hearing it and it better stop.  Steve Musinsky and Janice Rettler also agreed to keep the key situation the way it is; office staff only has access.  RH made the motion to keep the keys the way it is and DG seconded the motion, but GH made notation that he was not in favor.  RH/DG Approved.  Motion Carried to keep keys the way they are.
 b.)  Discussion/Board decision on writing off tax key T6-PP005, Parkside’s Pub property tax for $391.64 – LO stated to the Board that she came into this situation well after this had taken place, but LO tried to explain to the Board what she knew about the current situation given the fact that Tina Pfeifer was absent from the meeting and knew/had been around the situation more.  LO then allowed Chad Baumgartner, the owner of the property, to explain his version of the story.  In the end DG suggested to have the Town write off the tax amount of $391.64 on tax key T6-PP005.  GH/RH Approved to write off tax amount.  Motion Carried.
10. New Business:

a.) Discussion/presentation by Terry Jensen regarding the use of electric vehicles by the DNR in the Town – Terry Jensen talked about how the DNR is looking at using electrical vehicles within the Town.  He explained that these vehicles do not go over 35 mph and they want to strictly use them for maintenance and patrolling.  He also stated they will not be licensed and that is why he is looking for the Town to pass some kind of ordinance that would allow them the ability to drive them within the Town.  Terry also stated that the DNR would be responsible for carrying the insurance on these vehicles and they would be used in fair weather months.  He would like the board to look over the material that he provided, which showed a picture of the vehicle and an example ordinance that another Township passed.  DG stated that they would look into it and requested LO to check with the Town’s attorney regarding this – this will be reported at a later date when the Town’s attorney gets back to the Town.
b.) Discussion/Board decision on purchasing a locked mailbox for Town mail – LO stated about an incident that happened not too long ago where the mail was post marked at the end of July but the Town actually did not receive it until the second week of August – LO also stated for security reason with the tax season coming up, it would be in the best interest to have something like this so that all of those tax payments would be secured.  GH made the motion to purchase a locked mailbox.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.) Discussion/Board decision on giving Recycling center employees keys to the Park Shelter for restroom usage  - LO explained the unforeseen surprises that were in the ladies room when the office staff came in on a Monday after the weekend when the hall was not rented.  GH said that it would be hard to give them keys because the guys downstairs do not always plow/shovel around the Park Shelter unless there is a rental taking place, so that would interfere with them to use the facilities.  GH made the motion to leave the keys as is; keys to the hall for the restroom.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.) Discussion/Board decision on a date for the Town Board to inspect and rate the Town roads – Town Board decided to table this for the moment so RH could check his work schedule for availability.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.) Discussion/Board decision to set dates for the 2010 budgets: - RH made the motion to start the budgets on Monday, September 28th at 9:00 a.m. – GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
f.) Discussion/Board decision for the Town to apply for Bridge Aid from the County for a culvert on N. Main with a cost of about $12,000: - Maurice Strupp talked about this road cost and that the Town would have to develop a resolution or a letter to go along with this aid that he is still currently applying for and working on the paper work for.
g.) Discussion/Board decision on closing the office on Wednesday, November 25th, 2009 for the start of the Thanksgiving holiday – GH made the motion to close the office, but asked that the office be open instead on Tuesday November 24th.  LO stated that would not be a problem.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
