1.  Call to order: - 6:58 PM
2.  Pledge of Allegiance: - Recited
3.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was give to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.

6.  County supervisor’s report:  John Jung reported the County had two meetings.  In those meetings, the Board decided to take over the buildings at the Fair grounds.  The outstanding debt of those buildings was estimated at about $600,000.  The County also voted down a pay reduction for the Board.  They also approved the budget and restored $65,000 for the Historical Society; however, the net increase in the County budget was 2.45%, which John contributed that increase to the probability of the valuation of the County going down.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - Jim Braun asked and was wondering if Tony Wagner could cut some brush on Hilldale – between Stonefield Road and Kettle Moraine Road because it was hanging into the road.  Al Bensemann was also wondering if some brush could be cut around one of the lift stations in Hilldale.  Tony stated it was a little hard to get into the area with the truck, but stated that DG and Tony would go over and look into it.  DG talked about the Park Shelter and the cutting of the grass.  DG decided the grass cutting would be done by the maintenance department guys and there would be a flat fee for cleaning the Park Shelter no matter how long it takes or how many it takes to clean it.  Steve Musinsky agreed and Maurice Strupp agreed as well and stated he was snowplowing for the Town for 7 years, but when he won the election and became Town Chairman, he was not allowed to snowplow while being on the Board.

 a.)  Discussion on winter parking and parking of vehicles on Town roads: - Mark Ritter researched surrounding Towns and presented to the Board examples of ordinances for snow emergencies and parking on Town roadways year round.  DG feels Town residents should not be allowed to park on Town roads on a regular basis.  GH suggested that the ordinance that Mark Ritter designs should have a time frame on when they can’t park on Town roads.  The Town Board asked Mark Ritter to design and present something at the next month meeting.
 b.)  Discussion about Town’s website; up and running – www.tn.hartford.wi.gov: - noted to the Board and the Town residents

a.) Discussion on fine schedule in the Town ordinance book: - Mark Ritter talked about the Town’s ordinance’s list of fines and he feels the fines are too low.  Mark Ritter stated the City of Hartford fines average from a range to $10-$500 for first offense and he is suggesting the Town’s be changed to $25-$500 for the first offense and $50-$500 for the second offense.  The Board asked Mark Ritter to design a new ordinance and report back to them at next month’s meeting.
b.) Discussion/Reminder December’s monthly meeting will be held in the Park Shelter: - Noted
c.) Discussion/Reminder the Town office will be closed Wednesday, November 25h for the start of Thanksgiving holiday season; instead the office will be open on Tuesday, November 24th from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. - Noted
d.) Discussion/Board decision to set the St. Lawrence Light Levy at $1500: - GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried
e.)  Discussion/Board decision to considered requests from the Hilldale Sanitary District and the Pike Lake Utility District to approve the delinquent sewer bills to be added to the 2009 tax roll: - TP stated to the Board that there are about $6,000 worth of past due utility bills that have not been paid to the Pike Lake Utility District and about $13,000 worth of past due utility bills that have not been paid to the Hilldale Utility District.  TP asked the board if she could send out past due notices to these people and give them a week to pay, after that, they will be added on the tax roll with a 10% surcharge.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
