SPECIAL BOARD MEETING

HILLDALE SANITARY DISTRICT 
MONDAY, November 30th, 2009 AT 7:00 P.M.

                  Matters of business are as follows:

1. Call to order: - 6:55 PM
2. Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
3. Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.
4. Discussion/Board decision and appointment of District Commissioners: - Al Bensemann stated to the Board that he put the agenda together and called for the meeting.  What he would like to see the commissioner’s come from within the district.  He stated it is hard every two years when election comes up because the Commissioner’s could change and he would have to constantly have to train/teach, whereas if there was people within the district he would be able to train once and keep them.  What he would like to see at least two more Commissioners and he suggested himself and Fred Opitz; suggested himself until he could find another resident in the district to take his place.  He also stated that he looked in the statues and found that the district could have 3, 5, etc – it depended on the approval of the Board.  He also stated that he would like to see these people get paid for coming/attending the meeting just as the Plan Commission does – DG suggested $35 for each meeting.  Motion was made to add 2 more Commissioner’s at $35 per meeting subject to clarification of legal opinion.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
5. Discussion/Board decision on District delinquent bills: - The Board would like Al to meet with Mark Ritter, and LO after he goes through the ordinances and makes the changes he would like to see and make sure that is legally correct with Mark Ritter and then meet with LO to get the information to the Town’s attorney for approval of the changes and report back to the Board regarding the approval of changes by the Attorney and then approval from the Board.

6. Review of and possible Board decision on Hilldale Statutes: - The Board would like Al to meet with Mark Ritter, and LO after he goes through the ordinances and makes the changes he would like to see and make sure that is legally correct with Mark Ritter and then meet with LO to get the information to the Town’s attorney for approval of the changes and report back to the Board regarding the approval of changes by the Attorney and then approval from the Board.

7. Discussion/Possible Board decision on infiltration found on Royal Avenue: - Al Bensemann stated that they feel they have found the house that is causing the extra infiltration into the system which is causing the residents/district a lot of money, however, he said it was a tricky situation.  He feels we could be dealing with an area where the homeowner’s might feel picked on so he suggested to the Board that they research all of the houses connected with the same pipe in that area which would amount to $2400 to find out if that house was indeed the cause.  However, Al stated that the Hilldale ordinance does not have enough bite into it and lacks a lot of explanation in situations like this.  He suggested to the Board that some of the areas in the ordinances be changed before we pursue/research and spend the $2400 to investigate further.  The Board suggested that he sit down with Mark Ritter and go over a plan of what can be legally done within the Town/District and compile the information/changes and get legal opinion from the attorney’s and report back to the Board regarding these changes.
