MINUTES FOR PUBLIC HEARING

1. Call to order: - 7:02 PM
2. Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
3. Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.
The agenda for the public hearing is:

1. Identification of total potential funds. -  LO explained to the Board that the Department of Commerce announced the availability of an additional $75,000,000 in disaster recovery funds that are intended to assist with the disaster recovery efforts as a result of the storms and flooding that occurred within the Hilldale Sanitary District from June 5th through July 25th, 2008.
2.   Eligible CDBG and CDBG-EAP activities: - LO explained to the Board what the program is about.  LO explained CDBG-EAP is a Community Development Block Grant Emergency Assistance Program that is designed by the Wisconsin Division of Housing and Community Development to assist local units of government in times of emergency and this program provides funds to address housing and community needs which occurred as a result of the 2008 floodings.  LO also explained who can apply, how the award decisions are made, who is eligible to benefit from these funds, how the funds get the individuals who need them, what activities can be done with CDBG-EAP funds and what cannot be done with CDBG-EAP funds.

3. The CDBG and CDBG-EAP Application process: - LO explained to the board the steps that must be take in the application process, such as:  identify the damage caused by the disaster in the Hilldale Sanitary District, document the damage caused by the disaster, identify damages that are not covered by other private and public funding sources, determine which unit of government will be the applicant, which would be the Town of Hartford for the Hilldale Sanitary District, conduct a public hearing and pass a resolution authorizing the chief elected official to submit the application and sign all applicable documents if funded.
4. Presentation of identified housing and community development needs: - No resident from the Hilldale Sanitary District area came to the public hearing to state any housing or community development needs, however, the Hilldale Sanitary District explained the costs that occurred during the flooding of 2008 and how they received money from FEMA but did not cover all of there costs and also explained the costs that will be coming up to still fix the damages that were caused by the 2008 floods.
5. Identification of flood recovery needs by the public.  This would include unmet housing needs, infrastructure damaged by the disaster in their neighborhood, and, for business owners, an opportunity to identify their unmet flood recovery needs, including flood damages to their structures as well as lost business. – No resident from the Hilldale Sanitary District area came to the public hearing to state any recovery needs caused by the 2008 flooding.
6. Identification of housing and community development needs, unrelated to the disaster by the public.: - No resident from the Hilldale Sanitary District area came to the public hearing to identify housing and community development needs unrelated to the disaster by the public.
7. Presentation of activities proposed for CDBG application, including potential residential displacement.: - LO explained to the Board the presentation of activities that the Hilldale Sanitary District is proposing for the CDBG application, which included the costs the District incurred during the flooding of 2008 and how they are hoping to recoup some of there past and up coming costs that are a result of the flooding.
8. Citizen input regarding proposed and other CDBG activities. – No resident from the Hilldale Sanitary District area appeared for the hearing; no citizen input was given regarding the proposed and/or other CDBG activites.
9. Adopting Resolution for Citizen Participation Plan: - GH made the motion to adopting Resolution #2009-  for the Citizen Participation Plan.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
10. Adopting Resolution for Submission of the Application: - RH made the motion to adopting Resolution #2009-   for the Submission of the Application.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
11. Adopting Resolution for Cooperation Agreement for CDBG-EAP Program: - GH made the motion to adopting Resolution #2009-   for Cooperation Agreement for CDBG-EAP Program.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
12.  Adopting Resolution for a Chief elected official: - GH made the motion to appoint Dennis Gehring as Chief elected official and for adopting Resolution #2009-  for Chief elected official.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
