3. Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4. Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.

She also stated that Ron Marx, Dawn Schauer and Margaret Shields did not want to be poll workers anymore; however, she also stated that Al Bensemann wanted to be added to the list.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
6. County supervisor’s report: - John Jung stated that he did not have much to report except the roads by Cabella’s and the five “round-about” ways around Cabella’s.  He stated it is a little challenging, but once you get use to it, it is ok.  He also did state the County did take over the fair ground buildings.
7. Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - Rich Indermuhle wanted to know if the Treasurer’s report could be out at every monthly meeting.  TP stated that she would make copies each month and have them next to the agenda’s.  Richard Boettcher was questioning why the fair market rate and the assessment rate are different.  TP stated that she would check with the Grota and possibly the County and she would find out why the difference.

9. Old Business: -
a.) Discussion/Board Decision on Town parking ordinance: - Mark Ritter stated he would like to propose a change to ordinance 7.05(2)(a).  He would like to change the ordinance to No person shall park, place, or leave standing any automobile, truck, or other vehicle on any street or public way during snow plowing operations.  The Town Board declares that an emergency exists during and following a snowstorm until the snow from the storm has been removed.  He also proposed a change to ordinance 7.05(2)(f).  He would like to change the ordinance to No person shall park, place or leave standing any commercial licensed motor vehicle, bus or any vehicle used or marked for business, (excludes passenger vehicles), on any public street or road in the Town of Hartford, except when loading, unloading, or rendering a service.  DG stated to Mark he should send his changes he would like to see to the attorney for approval from him and come back next month with the changes.
b.) Discussion/Board decision on Town fine’s ordinance: - Mark Ritter stated he would like to propose a change to ordinance 25.04.  He would like to change the penalty and fines to up the amount.  DG stated he to Mark he should send his changes he would like to see to the attorney for approval from him and come back next month with the changes. 
 
10. New Business:

a.)  Discussion/Board decision for the Hunter’s Education Group/DNR on storage    and/or possible shed: - LO stated what the DNR was looking for; looking for storage space to house their big bulky equipment/props for giving classes.  No ammo or guns would be stored, just big bulky stuff.  LO stated if the Town did not have space to store the stuff they would be interested in building a shed, at their cost, either by the salt shed or the recycling center.  DG stated he would like a representative to come in next month and talk to the Board.  LO stated she would call and set that up.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision on requesting bridge aid from the County Highway Committee: - DG talked about this having to go through the Board and get approval in order for this to happen.  GH made the motion to approve.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision on Park Shelter rentals & tree maintenance: - DG talked about the young ash trees out by the shelter and that they won’t last too long.  He would like to see it thinned out and plant different/variety of trees.  He is getting some suggestions from the City’s Forester’s department.  He stated if no one objects, which no one stated their objections, he would move ahead with the professional advice.  DG stated that Park shelter heat is very costly and the Town has lost money over the winter months – DG was looking at draining the lines and not renting it out during the winter months.  Al Bensemann stated that the heat should be left on low.  GH thinks the lost/cost of heat is due to the overhead doors.  DG stated he would bring in Horsch & Miller to get a cost/what it would do to the building if they would drain the pipes out and shut it down for the winter months.
d.)  Discussion/Board decision on Blinds, woodwork & painting in the Town Hall: - DG suggested getting bumpers for the edges of the bar.  GH stated he could have his son-in-law come and check it out.  DG stated he would get quotes for the woodwork and painting.  The Board decided to go with the blinds from the Paint shop; GH stated the new blinds are insulated and are stronger.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
