6.  County supervisor’s report: - John Jung reported that the county meeting would be the next day and he did not have much to report other than Mary Goeman was challenging his position on the County; he also reminded the Town to vote in the April election.

Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): LO took the opportunity to introduce her Dad, Larry Baugniet, as the interim/new worker for the Recycling Center do the passing of Richard Boettcher.  LO explained his background; such as where he worked, what he did over the years and being a member on the St. Lawrence Fire Department.  Larry Baugniet will be reviewed and put on the agenda in 3 months for an update to see if he likes it and to officially get Board approval for the continuing employment for the Town in the Recycling Center.

9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/update on winter parking and parking of vehicles on Town roads – Mark Ritter sent things/changes off to the attorney to get the advice on what the attorney feels the Town should do.  Mark Ritter stated that he feels the attorney picks apart things more so than what is necessary; Mark did state that he goes through a bunch of other Town’s and City’s regarding ordinances that are similar to the ones we like to change before he submits anything to the attorney.  Mark Ritter stated he will continue to work with the attorney and he hopes that everything will be finalized and something can be passed by next month’s meeting.
 b.)  Discussion/update on fine schedule in the Town ordinance book – Mark Ritter stated to the Board that things were going good in this part and he is going to change some words and the amount and report next month to the Board.
 c.)  Discussion about Town’s website – Mark Ritter reported to the Board about some of the complimentary e-mails he has received about the Town’s website such as: the website is easy to navigate, put together very well and is very informative.

DG got Horsch & Miller to come over to look at the pavilion hook-ups for the softener.  Horsch & Miller said it would coast about $400 to drain the softener.  GH stated we could save a lot of heat costs by putting a huge piece of foam up against the over-head door and turn the heat off/down to 56 degrees.  GH would like to see what the next year will bring by doing this and keep it locked up January through March with no rentals.

Discussion/Board decision on snow plowing procedure – Already covered
d.) Discussion on emergency house numbers in the Town – DG stated the Town should line someone up to install these signs.  Al Benesemann stated that it would possibility that the Fire Department could post them – The Board would like to see this discussed at next month’s meeting.

3.  Public Input (limit of 5 minutes per person) – Al Bensemann talked about the ordinance book and the changes and the corrections the attorney had sent to him.  Al stated that he would sit down with LO and have a conference all with the attorney to discuss some of the changes he is requesting.

Discussion/Board decision on 16 remaining sewers to be booted in the Hilldale District: - Al Benesemann stated not of theses were booted by the Town and should have been booted before the district took over.  The cost would be $8400 to do all of them.  Al feels the district residents shouldn’t have to pay for the costs.  The board would like to see this discussed further before making a decision.
7.  Discussion/Board decision on the repair of the sewer #309 on Royal Avenue: - Al Bensemann talked about the bumping of the cover when the road was resurfaced by the Town.  Al stated he would like to see the Town pay for this charge of $840 to repair this sewer.  GH made the motion for the Town to cover these charges.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried
7.  Discussion/Board decision regarding the payment the District has already paid out for the booting of 23 sewer systems; possible credit back to the District: - Al Bensemann stated he would like to see the Town reimburse the district back for these charges – maybe give the district credit towards the loan they already owe to the Town.  Maurice Strupp was not in favor or felt the Town would be responsible for these past costs.  The Board would like to see this discussed further before making a decision.
