MINUTES
SPECIAL BOARD MEETING

HILLDALE SANITARY DISTRICT 
MONDAY, FEBRUARY 8th, 2010 AT 6:00 P.M.

                  Matters of business are as follows:

1. Call to order: 6:05 PM
2. Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
3. Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value
4. Discussion/Board decision to approve HD Ordinance #2010-1; specifically ordinance changes in Section 1.02, 1.07, 1.08, 1.09, and 1.11: - Al Bensemann stated to the Board that these are the changes he has discussed with the Board over the last few months during regular Board meetings; in this ordinance change, Al went over with LO and the Town’s attorney what he would like to see changed/the ability the Town and Hilldale Sanitary District could once the ordinance had been changed.  Al stated that the attorney wrote up the changes and these changes appear in this ordinance; Ordinance 2010-1.  Al Bensemann asked the Board for the approval of the changes so the Hilldale Sanitary District ordinances would be up-to-date.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
5. Discussion/Board decision regarding the sewer system on Royal Avenue: - Al Bensemann asked the Board for approval on having a lateral checked by a company that specializes using a camera to check the pipes/laterals and Al stated that they would be doing this on one specific area; the company that Al has been working with, along with Al, stated they are confident that they have pin-pointed the area that has been affecting the overage/flow of water the District has been experiencing and being charged for but not recouping this costs, however, at this time Al is asking the Board for approval to investigate/picture/video that particular area in question to, hopefully get this problem corrected.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried
6. Discussion regarding the Hilldale Sanitary District sewer system:  Al Bensemann stated to the Board that he would like to check into the possibility of Slinger taking over the Hilldale Sanitary District – Al stated that he would make sure the Town would not lose the 195 houses in the district, but he is looking at possibly making a deal with Slinger to take over the water/billing part of it.  He stated it would be easier for the District; they would not have to worry about billing, making the repairs, the costs to run the district.  He stated to the Board he would sit down with LO and talk with the attorney to see what the Districts options are and to make sure that the Sanitary District would not be lost to the Village if the Town would propose this option to Slinger and he would also ask the attorney the right/correct/legal way of approaching Slinger in this situation.  Al stated he will begin to work on this and report back to the Board regarding the options the Hilldale Sanitary District and the Town has in this situation and what the attorney had to say and what they recommend.
