1.  Call to order: - 6:58 PM
2.  Pledge of Allegiance: - Recited
3.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value

           d.)  Staff recommendation and approval and appointment of new Election Inspectors Alan Lauer, Larry Baugniet and Clara Baugniet for a two year period beginning January 1, 2010 through December 31, 2011.
6.  County supervisor’s report: - John Jung reported that not much happened at the last meeting and stated the County’s next meeting would be the day after this meeting, however, he did say the County did approve with ASI to run the County Fair Grounds.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - GH reported that the Town hall would be receiving the new blinds for the windows in the Hall and the new truck that was budgeted for should be coming either Thursday or Friday of this week.  T.P. Lee took the time to commend the maintenance departed for keeping up the roads and plowing, but he voiced his concern with the roads on Lake Drive and the shape they are in.  Maurice Strupp reported that some of the roads will be fixed this year.  Steve Musinsky reported that Pike Lake has seen quite a bit activity with snow mobiles and those riders just being rough out on the lake with them; such as doing donuts out there and not being respectfully of the lake and he was hoping that maybe Lake Patrol could patrol more often to quiet those riders out there.

9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/Board Decision to approve Ordinance 2010-2; ordinance change in chapter 25; specifically section 25.04 – Penalty Provisions: - Mark Ritter stated that this ordinance change is regards to what he has discussed over the last few months with Board; these changes that he is requesting has gone through the Town’s attorney and he is asking the Board for approval to make these changes in the ordinance.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
10. New Business:

a.) Discussion/Board Decision about renting the Town Hall once a month to area wrestlers:  A representative from Power House Professional Wrestling came to the meeting to inquire about renting the hall about once a month to put on a “family” show.  He said the ring would fit in the hall and they would have ample room to be able to wrestle.  He did state that they do carry their own insurance and the Town would not responsible for the costs if something were to happen.  He also stated they don’t sell alcohol at these events.  He stated that they usually set up in the morning and have the matches later on that day, but stated they would be out of the hall by midnight.  GH stated that Saturday’s are big for weddings at the hall and he would like to see maybe a Sunday would work better.  The representative said they were open and flexible and would work around the Town/Hall rental needs.  The Board agreed that the amount to rent the hall would be $300 for each event with a $200 security deposit.  The Board also agreed to do a one month trial on Sunday that works for the group and the availability of the hall to see how this works and have the Power House Professional Wrestling to come back at a later date to discuss this further.  Steve Musinsky stated he would not mind this happening; it would bring in income for the Town and Tony Wagner stated that Hall rentals have been down the last couple of years and stated it would be nice for the Town to have a “sure” rental once a month from them.
b.) Discussion/Board Decision about changing the monthly board meeting in March from March 8th to a different day: - The Town Board agreed to move the monthly meeting to Monday, March 15th, 2010 due to the fact that some of the Board members would be out of town.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.) Discussion/Board decision on the discussion given by John Daehn regarding the dam drainage: - John Daehn was not present to discuss this, but DG did state that he had talked to him and stated that he wanted to discuss how his area is lowered down more than other certain areas.
d.) Discussion/Board decision about the installation of a new garage door for the Town: - actually RH stated the Board is looking for approval of 5 new openers and not doors as the agenda states.  RH got an estimate from Consolidated Doors for 5 new openers at a cost of $1540.  GH stated the openers were needed.  GH made the motion to purchase 5 new garage door openers.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.) Discussion/Board decision regarding Town records: - DG read a response from Carol, Head Legal Counsel for the Wisconsin Town Association: the response states: The public records law requires you to provide copies of public records that actually exist.  If someone asks for a copy of the 2009 annual financial statement and it has not yet been prepared, it does not yet exist and copies need not be provided.  It goes on to say, you cannot provide what you don’t have.  However, if someone wants to see the bank statements, cancelled checks, ledgers or other documents that will be used to create the annual financial statement, those documents currently do exist and should be made available to the public if requested.  DG stated she goes on to say, in her opinion, a draft of the report that you have created for your own use, that is not yet in a form ready to present to the Board because it is incomplete, not proofread, etc. is not yet a public record.  But, once you have a draft in a form that would be presented to the Board, it should also be made available to the public at that time, if requested.  After reading Carols response, DG stated the office personnel is working on completing 2009 and they need a chance to be able to do their jobs.  DG also stated the auditors would be coming in to audit the books in March and when the auditors have completed there audit, the complete/final copy of 2009 would then be made available.  Although nothing was said at the meeting, LO would like to take the opportunity to let the Board know through the minutes that TP and LO are working diligently to get 2009 squared away and that they appreciate the support and understanding from them the ability to allow them to work on the books and prepare for the audit and submit the financial statements after the audit.
