            Matters of Business are as follows:

1. Call to order: 6:58 PM
2. Pledge of Allegiance - Recited
3. Approval of Minutes from the April 14, 2009 Annual Meeting: - JJ/GH Approved.  Motion Carried
4. Report on Fire Protection for the Town presented by Chief Paul Stephans – Hartford Fire Department: - Paul Stephens reported in 2009 that the Hartford Fire and Rescue responded to 1130 emergency calls.  Of the 1130 calls, 230 included fire truck responses and 901 were calls for an ambulance.  They responded to the Town of Hartford 87 times in 2009.  70 of the responses were for the ambulance and 17 were for fire responses.  Of the 17 fire responses, they responded to 2 building fires, 1 car fire and 4 motor vehicle accidents with injuries.  For all motor vehicle accidents with injuries they responded with the ambulance and the rescue engine that is equipped with the hydraulic rescue tools, rescue air bags and a crew of four firefighters.  He also stated the Hartford Fire and Rescue currently has 67 employees.  They have two full-time staff members that work administrative hours during the week and they staff 24-hr shifts 3-person on the weekends from Friday evening until Sunday evening.  They would like to expand that service during the week as funding becomes available.  The fire inspector does all the fire inspections for the fire district.  In 2009 they purchased a new turn-out-gear for each firefighter at a cost of $888,000 at which they received a $69,120 federal grant to assist in funding.  They continue to operate with four engines, one aerial platform two tankers and two ambulances.
5. Report on Fire Protection for the Town presented by Assistant Chief Jim Koerber – St Lawrence Fire Department: -The St. Lawrence Fire Company began its 106th year in providing firefighting services, 2009 brought more calls for service then in 2008 but there training of their department was again at the highest.  In 2009 the department of 43 dedicated men and woman put in more than 3600 hours of training.  The First Responder membership is 17 personal.  The automatic mutual aid with Allenton Fire Department has continued to grow and become stronger providing the residents of the township with superior service.  Highlights for them in 2009 were: final payment on there turnout gear, $3000.00 grant from Wal-Mart for computer and software purchase, LOSA program started, MABAS developed, 2010 Pierce engine was ordered to replace 2565, record setting picnic and membership remained the same..
6. Report on 2009 Lake Patrol & Town of Hartford Police Activities presented by Police Chief Mark Ritter: Mark Ritter reported the Lake Patrol Cost for the year was $26,428.53 and the total returned by the DNR was $18,689.79.  There was a new boat purchased in 2009 for $12,736.00.  There was a free jet ski that was provided by Port Washington Yamaha.  The boat is depreciated over 5 years and reimbursed on our checks from the state.  The tickets were 73 and were down from 94 in 2008.  Patrol hours were also down.  Saturday boating down to about ½ of Sunday numbers.  Cold May was slowest month on record with only 2 tickets written.  Due to economy fishing boats way up, speed boats and jet skis down.  Lower attendance also observed by state park.  They also taught 3 boating safety classes in 2009 and plan the same in 2010.  Town Police report is there was the patrol truck was totally out fitted with siren, grill lights, state of the art light bar, and radio system with was installed by George which saved us over $1000.  Grill lights were installed at end of 2009 via a complaint people in car could not see upper light bar lights on truck during a stop.  All light are complaint will state of Wisconsin law and truck is considered an emergency vehicle.  First radar and traffic watch was done via neighbor concerns on Pond Road, 3 speeding tickets were written and traffic analyzed did not prove to allow us to go forward with a lower speed limit.  Wrote grant for more radios for Town of Hartford on Homeland Security Grant.  Received grant for 2 radios.  Because county had $500,000 left over in radio project we also are getting a total of 3 portable and 5 mobile radios to receive our current obsolete radios by the end of the year.  This about a 16 thousand dollar savings for the Town.
7. Report on 2009 Maintenance and Equipment report presented by Maintenance Supervisor Tony Wagner: - All equipment has been serviced and up-to-date.  The 2002 Mack (39,315 miles) is waiting to be painted at Heavy Equipment Specialist.  The 2009 Peterbilt truck has 13,748 miles on it.  The 2010 Ford F550 truck has 1058 miles.  The New Holland TS100 tractor for mowing roads has 3028 hours, was serviced and rims were painted last winter.  Brush pick-ups for chipping from July 2009 to Dec. 2009 were 195 stops.  In 2010, we have had 89 stops with several more scheduled, due to the wind damage last week.  They had 12 snow events and 3 major snow falls.  We went out a total of 28 times for snow removal, clean up and drifting.  The salt shed is currently full and have 2 ½ loads of salt on the sand side of the shed
8. Chairman’s Report – Overview of 2009: Dennis Gehring reported that in response to complaints from employees past and present, the Hartford Town Board has mad organizational changes for the office and staff, with the advice and guidance of Town Lawyers.  Your Town Board has adopted the philosophy of not trying to micro-manage employees.  Qualified people have been hired.  We hold them accountable, but stay out of their way and let them do their jobs.  Auditors have been impressed with their accuracy and we are now operating with a great deal of efficiency.  Complaint forms are available at the office for any situation or problem that may occur within the Town.  These situations/or problems will be dealt with as quickly as possible.  The drainage problem on Highway K or North Main has been completed, except for some ground removal and leveling.  Water table has been lowered 2 feet at Highway 83 and 4 feet on Highway K.  After many accidents our contributions to the stop and go lights on Highway 60 and Kettle Moraine has made early installation possible.  We also replaced our small cleanup snowplow truck with a larger capacity for salt without sacrificing maneuverability.
9. Question and answer session from the public to the Town Board.: - Steve Musinsky asked how the Audit went for 2009.  Lori Opitz reported that it went quite well; the auditors only made 7 journal entries for 2009 and 5 of them were there normal entries that they make – depreciation, etc.  Lori Opitz also reported that Pike Lake and Hilldale books went just as well as the Town audits with the normal entries done by only the auditors.

11. Adjournment: - Motion by Jim Brown and a second by Steve Musinsky to adjourn. 7 ayes 0 nayes, motion carried.
