a.)  Discussion/Board decision on accepting road bids for the Town of Hartford: - The Town Board agreed to the following road Bids:
Scott Construction:  Was awarded a total of $53,887.27 which consisted of doing 4,200 gallons hot oil and 150 tons of Coated Stone at a cost of $15,368.00; Arthur Road, Hwy U, West to Townline of Rubicon for a cost of $17,481.10; Hall Road, Hwy K to Hwy E for a total cost of $29,732.47 and Wedge Hall road as needed for a total cost of $6,673.70.  Payne and Dolan:  Was awarded a total of $192,665.50 which consist of doing Kettle Moraine Drive from Hwy K to City limits at a cost of $63,315.00; Turtle Road from level Road west to town limits at a cost of $39,798.50; Main Street from Hwy K South to last year’s paving at a cost of $12,600.00; Elaine’s Way & Kings Way at a cost of $31,473.75; Sunrise Court at a cost of $11,656.50; Hilldale Road from City limits to bridge at a cost of $17,735.75 and Wayside Drive with a cost of $16,086.00.  The Board also agreed to take $63,398.00 from the Highway K fund/CD to cover the remainder of the costs to do these roads.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision on purchasing Town address signs; amount of $16,359.78 from Lang Signs: - GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision on donation to St. Lawrence Fire Department for installing address signs – The Board agreed to give $2000 to the Department for putting up ½ of these signs for a donation.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.) Discussion/Board decision regarding tree maintenance at the Park Shelter: - DG stated that we have a lot Ash trees that are injured and are infected with that disease.  DG had a professional come out and design which trees that need to come out and where and what new trees were to be planted in place of the ones removed.  Both RH and GH agreed that DG should get prices on what it would cost to remove some of the existing trees and planting new trees.
