1.  Call to order: 7:01 PM
2.  Pledge of Allegiance: - Recited
3.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH) – Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP ), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.
5.  Unanimous Consent Agenda: - GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
    
 a.)  Treasurer’s report
b.)  Approval of minutes:  May 5h, May 10th & May 25th: - DG Stated that Tony Wagner will write up a procedure regarding the May 25th meeting that will be presented to the staff in an October meeting
      
 c.)  Review and approval of all current Town bills

d.)  Staff recommendation and approval of all Class B liquor and fermented beverage license located in Town of Hartford for the period July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011 (See attached list)

e.)  Staff recommendation and approval to renew operator license for pervious licensed operators and new ones in the Town of Hartford for the period of July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2012 (See attached list): - LO noted to the Board that she inadvertently put Ashley Dreher on the list twice when one should have been her sister – Crystal Dreher.  LO also let the Board know about two other licenses that just came into the office that day that she was looking for approval; Julie Ford & Starr Pauers
6.  County supervisor’s report: - Mary Goeman reported that the Sheriff’s and Clerk of Courts department wages will be frozen until 2014; where a 2% increase will be given.  She also stated that there was a 20/7 vote on making those department employees contribute to a retirement plan; that was shot down.  She also stated there will be a future vote to determine the size of the County Board.  Maurice Strupp stated he is comfortable with the size of the Board “as is” and is afraid if it is cut, the City would run and control the County Board.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - Bob Wagner requested the Board to consider on updating the ordinances on species/weeds; such as garlic mustard, etc within the Town.  He stated that Pike Lake Park is really infected with it and has talked with the DNR regarding it.  Debbie Vogeltine wants more info on the ditch-line repair that is being worked on by her house/property.  DG stated he is working with Park and Planning on how to work to get the water problem cleared up so there is no standing water in the road and he is only getting his advice on what to do through the advice from an engineer from the Parks & Planning and just wants to fix the problem.  DG then stated it was brought to his attention that there was a complaint that no one is ever up at the Town; he stated that there is open office hours of Monday from 9:00 a.m. to Noon and on Wednesday’s from 3:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m.  DG then asked if anyone has ever come up on the posted office hour days and no office employee was here to help them; DG got no complaints.  Maurice Strupp stated that he is usually up at the Town 3 to 4 times a week and stated that the Clerk is always here working on the days he comes to the Town.
8.  Plan Commission recommendations – Nothing
9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discuss/Reminder July’s monthly meeting was moved from the 12th to the 19th: - DG Stated the meeting is moved to this date because the Clerk will be in Green Bay the week of the 12th for classes for further her education and knowledge as a Clerk.  
 b.)  Discussion/Board decision to approve Pike Lake Patrol Berthing agreement: - GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
10. New Business:

a.)  Discussion/possible Board decision on presentation by John Mallek re: Mueller Tree Services on tree trimming at the Park Shelter: - DG Stated some of the larger tress should be trimmed and some of them need to be removed because they are dying and new ones should be planted in there place.  Jon Mallek stated he looked over the trees and said he would be doing a clean up of some of the branches, however, some he noticed were about 80% dead.  He also stated that he would clean up what was necessary and grind the stumps from the dead trees that are removed.  Tony Wagner would assist in the removal of the branches and grind those up so the cost would stay down.  RH stated he would like to know an estimate/bid on what it would actually cost.  John Mallek stated that he would not exceed $1300 for the trimming of the trees; however, that price does not include the removal of the stump; which would have a cost of $2.00 an inch (across).  GH made the motion to have John Mallek/Mueller Tree services trim the trees that needed but not to exceed a cost of $1300.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding appreciation dinner for all Town employees: - DG Stated it would be nice to an appreciation dinner, especially for the Planning Committee who has put a lot of hours in as of late to work on the Zoning Ordinance.  Both GH & RH decided not to do it this year with the way the economy is.
c.)  Discussion/possible decision on Park trees – Covered under “a”
d.)  Discussion/possible Board decision regarding Park Pavilion: - Covered under “a”
e.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding stop sign on Eagle Point Road: - DG Stated he got the person who owns the property to trim the trees by that stop sign and that the stop sign could be removed.  Mark Ritter stated that for that area the Town should either have a stop sign or a yield sign there.  GH stated he would like to see the sign stay there.  The Board agreed to leave the sign there.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
f.)  Discussion/Board decision to close the Park Shelter from November 1st through April 15th : - DG stated the Town has made great strides since closing the Park Shelter for the winter months.  It has saved the Town over a $1000 during that time compared to previous years.  RH stated he would like the Park Shelter to be closed starting December 1st to April 1st instead of what is being asked.  The Board agreed to close the Park Shelter from December 1st to April 1st of every year.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
g.)  Discussion/Board decision to move flag pole to a more prominent place: - TP Stated that during tax season there were a few complaints regarding how the Town was representing the flag; it was tore and tattered.  TP suggested moving the flag someone where else away from the trees so it would be seen more out in the open and so the flag would not get tore as frequently as being by the trees.  The Board decided to table this until next month so they could figure out a better place for it to be moved.
h.)  Discussion/Board decision to change rental fee to $200 for the Park Pavilion: - TP proposed a flat fee for renting the pavilion.  As it stands right now the cost of the rental is $150 without heat or $175 with heat per day, however, if the kitchen is being used, it would be an additional $45 for kitchen use.  TP stated she would like to see a set rate of $200 it makes it easier whether you need heat or are using the kitchen.  Steven Musinsky agreed with TP.  The Board agreed starting January 1st of 2011 the Park Pavilion charge will now be $200 per day no matter if heat is used or if you are using the kitchen.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
i.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding a basketball hoop by the Pavilion: - LO stated the reason this was on the agenda was because there have been a quite a few people that have rented the Pavilion, in which they loved; however it was missing just one thing.  They thought it would be nice to have a basketball hoop for everyone to enjoy, especially the older children when they rent.  The Board decided to table this until next month so that they could price out on how much it would cost and where they would locate this basketball hoop if they were to decide to do this.
j.)  Discussion/Board decision on fertilizer for football field and weed control: - GH had a proposal to fertilize and weed control the football field and the grass area around the Town Hall.  He received a quote of $387 for the Town, $272 for the football field and then $487 for fertilizer.  The Town Board agreed to go with this quote/proposal on the up-keep of the grounds.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
k.) Discussion/Board decision on weed control around the Town Hall: - Done with letter “j” of the agenda
l.)  Discussion regarding Town Board duties/roll: - Decided to table this until a further date.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.

Kim stated she tries to do it ASAP and also stated that there would be an extra charge if it would be a different day to do the reads if it would be a day just to do the district.  The understanding between the district and Readings Plus is to make sure that the readings are done in a timely manner so that Al Bensemann can get the most accurate flowage between the district and what Slinger is billing.  It was noted to continue with Readings Plus to do the readings.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
