1.  Call to order: - 6:57 PM
2.  Pledge of Allegiance:  Recited
3.  Roll Call: - Chairman – Dennis Gehring (DG), Supervisor #1 – Gene Hoerth (GH), Supervisor #2 – Ralph Horst (RH), Treasurer – Christine Pfeifer (TP), Clerk – Lori Opitz (LO)
4.  Report by the Town Chair or other designee regarding the official meeting: - Notice of the meeting was given to the Hartford Times Press, The West Bend Daily News, Milwaukee Journal/Sentinel and announced on Radio Stations WTKM and WBKV.  Such notice was also posted at the Town Hall, Rapid Mart and Hahn’s True Value.
5.  Unanimous Consent Agenda: - RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.

6.  County supervisor’s report: - Mary Goeman stated that there really is not much to report other than the Board is going over all of the budgets for the year.  DG asked Mary about last month’s discussion regarding the County voting down the paying towards the retirement; Mary Goeman stated the County did not see the reason to enforce this because of the freezing/cut backs on salaries.
7.  Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person): - Robert Schultz stood up and asked about the letter he wrote regarding the stop sign on Eagle Point Road.  DG stated the Town is working on the trees being trimmed around the stop sign area so there is better vision for drivers as they approach the stop sign.  DG also stated he has been working with the County and the Attorney to see if the Town needs to continue to keep the stop sign.  Maurice Strupp stated to the Board that two culverts on Lee Road need to be replaced before next year when it is anticipated that road will be fixed.
8.  Plan Commission recommendations – Nothing
9.  Old Business:

 a.)  Discussion/Board decision to move flag pole to a more prominent place:  DG presented to the Board and the Town residents at the meeting pictures of where the Town’s flag currently stands and no matter which way you view the flag, you have a hard time seeing it.  DG drove past Allenton Fire Department and took pictures on how they have the flag displayed and presented this at the meeting.  DG suggested relocating the flag next to the Town of Hartford sign in the front of the building.  GH suggested trimming the trees because he thought it would cost about $1000 to move and relocate the flag to a different area.  RH felt it would easier to just cut/trim the trees down.  The Board decided to table this for further discussion and research each different suggestion for costs.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried
 b.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding a basketball hoop by the Pavilion: - LO presented to the Board this idea to the Board upon suggestions from some of the renters who have rented the Pavilion.  GH stated he heard that he could find a stationary hoop for about $165.00.  RH felt it would be just a headache to start something like that and asked who would provide the basketballs for the rentals.  RH made the motion not to put up a basketball hoop in this area.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
10. New Business:

a.)   Discussion/Board decision regarding parking restrictions on Franklin Drive: - Mark Ritter stated since last year there have been problems with Park people parking on the road to enter the park from that area for free.  Mark Ritter stated he researched this and found it’s in the Town’s ordinance that this sign for this road be there and asked Tony Wagner to put up the no parking sign on this road.  Larry McGee, the owner of Classic Saloon and Eatery, on this road, said this sign has affected his business because they have been parking in his parking lot after this sign has gone up, which does not allow for his customer’s an area for where they can park for his establishment.  Larry McGee suggested to the Board that there would be no parking on the West side of the road, but having parking on the East side of this road.  Mark Ritter asked the Board to table this at the moment so he could research this and find a sign that could accommodate everyone involved.  Motion made to table – GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
b.)  Discussion/presentation by John Lamm; possible Board decision: - DG talked about the trees around the Pavilion; specifically some of the Ash Trees.  John Lamm has walked through the area and has suggested some trees, such as: 2 Red Oaks, a Kentucky Coffee Tree, Sugar Tree and another one with an unusual name.  He felt these trees would add color and variety to the area.  He also talked about dressing up the “sewer lids” area and putting an arrangement around it to spruce it up.  The Board decided to table this a little further to get an idea of what the actual costs would be and possibly decide if they would do this or possibly budget this for next year.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
c.)  Discussion/Board decision on changing weed ordinances:  Bob Wagner discussed about the obnoxious weeds and didn’t realize the Town had an ordinance regarding this, but is concerned about the more damaging ones.  He stated he checked with other Town’s and County’s regarding on how they have it in there ordinances and he said for the most part they are similar, however, he said the Town of Polk has the best.  Mark Ritter stated he had talked with the DNR and they stated that they would be willing to help the Town put a current ordinance together for obnoxious weeds.  DG stated he would contact this representative from the DNR.  The Board decided to table this until they could get further information.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
d.)  Discussion/Board decision on winter parking:  Mark Ritter talked about the roads in the winter and the need to have cars off the road during this time so the department could plow the roads.  He is suggesting/recommending to follow what Slinger and the City of Hartford has, which is no parking from 3:00 a.m. to 6:00 a.m. on Town roads between December 1st through April 1st.  Tony Wagner suggested doing this from November 15th through April 15th.  The Board agreed to have Mark Ritter put this together to state no parking from 3:00 a.m. to 6:00 a.m. from November 15th through April 15th on Town roads.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
e.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding the recycle center: - DG stated that Larry Baugniet has made a nice sign up to advertise the rental of the Town Hall and the Pavilion for people who can see this while dropping off their recycling.  The Town Board decided to table the rest of this discussion regarding the recycling center until they could have everything in front of them to present.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
f.)  Discussion/Board decision regarding wood chipping: - Tony Wagner stated to the Board how many times this year they have gone out for wood chipping and also stated that they go out on the first Monday of each month.  DG stated he was just looking for ideas to help Tony and George out a little bit when there are busy monthly days than others.  GH stated they use to have a general area where people could drop off the chipping, however, that got to be out of control.  Tony Wagner stated that they are comfortable with the way it is now.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
g.)  Discussion/Board decision on Town’s insurance policy renewal:  LO stated that she had just received the packet of information today, which the Board had at the meeting, however, the Board was unable to have the time to look it over.  The Board agreed to table this for now so they may be able to look it over.  GH/RH Approved.  Motion Carried.
h.)  Discussion/Board decision for Clerk to be out of the office from August 23rd through August 27th, 2010 for vacation; with a return date in the office of August 30th – GH stated he would not have a problem with this as long as the office is covered.  LO stated that both Tina and Judy would be in the office and that there would be coverage.  RH/GH Approved.  Motion Carried.
